The life-story of Colonel Thomas 
Martin, Newfoundland’s Territorial 
Commander, affords an example of 
persistence in a right cause that is 
worthy of careful study . by young 
men,—and young women too,—who 
are just starting out on a Salvation 
Army career. In the past, no sphere 
has demanded the exercise of this 
quality to a greater extent than has 
the Salvation Army: and no one, we 
believe, would be rash enough to 
guarantee that in future days the grit 
of our manhood and womanhood may 
not once more be put to the strong­
est tests.

! certainty they may rely. In the 
lighting line, as Colonel Martin has 
lived to prove, conflicts with the ene­
my are fierce and frequent, and the F 
finest and sturdiest qualities of char­
acter are by that means rapidly de­
veloped.

The Colonel has completed thirty- 
two years of Offlcership, and his ver­
dict deserves to be noted down. He 
came into the Army, to use his own 
words, “because I could see no such 
field for soul-saving anywhere else, 
and I have never had the slightest 
doubt about having done the right 
thing.” His call to Offlcership was 
romantic. Converted as a lad of 13 
in a Devonshire Revival, he began to 
preach before he was out of his 
teens. "The realities of God, Calvary, 
Heaven and Hell,” he says, "operated 
upon my mind and heart so power­
fully in the days of my boyhood it at 
no after-influences have been able to 
efface them.” Thomas Martin knew, 
even in those days, that he was called 
to be a soul-winner; and not having 
met the Army, he entered, in due 
course, the Methodist ministry. Hav­
ing passed through College, after­
wards served his four years’ proba­
tion, and passed the four necessary 
examinations, he should have come up 
for ordination. In the meantime he 
had read "The War Cry” and got to 
know the Army. He had also read 
Mrs. General Booth's powerful analy­
sis of "Popular Christianity” and her 
stirring paper “Compel them to Come 
In,” and he was never quite the same 
afterwards. Prom the day he mem­
orized and preached his first sermon 
on the jwords, "Watchand Pray, that 
ye enter not into temptation,” he had 
gone as straight as he knew how for 
the salvation of souls, and souls had 
been saved.

London, Feb. 17.—A despatch to the 
Manchester Guardian from Belfast 
quotes a speech made by Viscountess 
Masserefene in a Unionist meeting in 
Antrim, in which she declared that 
Ulster was determined never to sur­
render its rights and that if any at­
tempt is made to sever her from the 
British Empire men will swarm over 
from England and Scotland to assist
