There is one direction in which I
have some fears for .the results of
the Bill before us. When it becomes
law, to what extent will it be availed
of?

They may just as well not be there.
I hope that the patriotic women whe
have taken such a noble interest in
this matter will still continue their
work and so educate and influence
their sisters throughout the whole of
this country that they will recognize
the power placed in their hands and
use it to the utmost at the \polling
booth. . Such a conception is full of
hope and there is every reason for
cofffidence in the future welfare of
Newfoundland when the women vote
to this extent. I have much pleasure

HON, MR. ELLIS—I rise to record
my support of this measure. When a
petition in favor of Weman Suffrage
was befre this House a few years ago
I expressed my strong endorsemcat
of it, and again on the opening day
Iof the present Session, in seconding
ithe Address in Reply, I expresseqd my-
8elf in its favor.
< I think this Bill comes none too
soon, and I am glad it passed  the
other House unanimously. I hope it
will meet an equally favorable recep-
tidn in this Chamber. When I was
connected with the Municipal Council
Some years ago, I was struck with the
unfairness of women having to pay
taxes on their property in the city, 4
and yet not being allowed a vote. I
have the same feeling about wo-
man being taxed by the Colony
just as we men are, and being denied
a.vote. . '

./ From my boyhood days; I'have been
fmpressed with the beneficial influ-
ence of Woman in the home life, how

their influence 1s always for good and |

in the direction of morality and right.
I think that influence if introduced
into our politieal life is going to have
the same beneficial results there, and
I welcome ‘it accordingly.

The State of California, where 1
spent a part of the winter for some
years past, was one of the first in
the United, States to grant woman. the
right to vote, and it is universally
agreed there that the measure was

I have a personal feeling, however,
that I would not like to see woman
either offering as candidates or sery-
ing on juries, at any rate until they
have attained to mature years and
brought up their families.
