
zge one*. He had » statement drawn 
up, based upon the assessment of the dif­
ferent muieipalitiee which were to com­
pose the new County, by which it would 
appear that the cost of the new County 
buildings would just amount to |1.60 per 
jmnnm on #1000 of an assessment.

Mr. Flesher was next called upon. Ho 
fully endorsed what Mr SteWart had said. 
That gentleman had' dealt in facts and 
figures not to be disputed. He thought 
Garafraxa had lost by her connection with 
Wellington. He would leave it to Mr. 
Hunter if Garafraxa had not given one 
thousand dollars to the County for 
every hundred it received.

Mr. Hunter,the ex-Beeve of Garafraxa, 
said the former speaker was correct. He 
was surprised to see the favourable light 
in which Mr. Chisholm placed our con­
nection with Wellington. He had found 
much difficulty in the County Council, 
and had always to give more than he re-

Mr. Johnson next made a few remarks 
in favour of the new County, and then

Mr. Foley, editor of the Orangeville 
Sun, addressed the meeting. He thought 
Mr. Chisholm was perfectly honest in 
his statements. We had however to re­
collect that if we must pay our share of 
the present debt of the County of Wel­
lington, we must also share in its as­
sets. He thought towns were a disad­
vantage to a county on account of the 
greater number of criminals and the in­
creased cost for the administration of 
justice. It was also to be kept in mind 
that the Government gave a bonus to 
poor counties to assist in erecting county 
buildings.

Mr. Chisholm was again requested to 
speak, and was received with applause. 
He said ho had learned from Mr. Foley 
that the notice in the Sun had been 
changed, and that Adjala 'was also to be 
asked for as part of the new County. 
He was not therefore so much opposed 
to the scheme ase when he came to the 
meeting. No person had disputed his 
figures. They could not dispute them, 
but look at Mr. Stewart’s statements, 
which was founded on the different ass­
essed values of the municipalities in the 
new County. These assessments had 
never-been equalized, and therefore could 
form no basis for an estimate. In one 
county land was equalized at its real 
value,in another perhaps only at a fifth'of 
its real value. The words equalization 
of assessment were enough to scatter Mr. 
Stewart’s statement and arguments to the 
wind. MrSte wart had said it was not a ques­
tion of separation or no separation from 
the County of Wellington. it would be 
noticed, however, that neither Arthur, 
Mount Forest, nor Harriston asked for 
East Garafraxa, and if a new county was 
formed of those north-western townships 
of the Comity of Wellington, East Gara­
fraxa would undoubtedly be allowed to 
remain in connection with Guelph. It 
was therefore simply a question of sépar­
ation or no separation from the 
County of Wellington. In regard 
to Mr. Stewart’s argument that 
small counties were more economical 
than large ones, it contradicted itself, 
for the new county would be a large one. 
He was surprised at Mr. Hunter’s state­
ment “that we gave a thousand dollars 
to the County fur every hundred we re­
ceived.” Mr. Hunter had often argued 
in the presence of large audiences in 
Garafraxa that wo were making money 
out of the County. Ho quite agreed with 
Mr. Foley that the towns’ people were 
wome than the country people. We had 
an example of it here tc-night. The ad­
ministration of justice for the whole 
County of Wellington was only 9*2,500, 
therefore, ho thought the towns were not 
much loss, bad as their inhabitants were, 
Two towns like Guelph would be worth 
as much as the whole of the proposed 
new county.

The meeting then broke up.

Editorial Items.
The eigth day of January has been 

fixed for the opening of the Ontario 
Legislature.

The new emigration scheme of the 
Ontario Government, which will be 
made public shortly, is most compre­
hensive and liberal. Among other 
things, it includes the appomtment 
of ten agents.

The revised census returns for the 
principal cities of Ontario, show their 
respective population to be as fol­
lows :—Hamilton, 27,126 ; Toronto, 
56,092 ; Kingston,12,407 ; Ottawa,21,: 
525, which does not include the east>- 
em and western suburbs of New 
Edinburg and Roohesterville. Mon­
treal will be putdown at 108,225.

The correspondent of a Min­
isterial organ in the Maritime Prov­
ince writes as follows :—li Mr. Coffin 
is a very respectable old gentleman, 
but that he is a man of gubernatorial 
capacity no one is aware. When he 
had youth and strength he might 
have gone to Manitoba. At present 
he is quite deaf, and verging to his 
seventieth year.” And this is the 
sort of Lieutenant-Governor, deaf 
and in his seventieth year,,to whom 
Sir John A. Macdonald proposed to 
entrust Manitoba and the Northwest 
Territories !

The Quebec Government has ac­
cepted Mr Joly’s dual representation 
bill, and it will be passed, unless the 
Legislative Council objects. By the 
way, why do our eastern neighbours 
endure the .expense of a useless Up­
per Chamber. Ontario affords an 
example they might also copy with 
profit in this respect.

Taking Timb to Consider.—The 
Herald says Mr. Chadwick is taking 
time to consider whether he will 
come out for Reeve. He is very 
wise in doing so, especially in the 
face of the fact that when he last ran 
for that office he was beaten by over 
150 majority.

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Political Affairs in Franco.
For more than a week there has 

been a sort of political crisis inFrance. 
A portion of the Assembly are clam­
ouring for changes in the constitution, 
some of which Thiers refuses to con- 
cede, and threatens, rather tlianmake 
such cônsessions, to retire altogether. 
His friends and supporters in the As- 
sembly and throughout the country, 
are alarmed at this threat, and iye 
using every argument and agency 
they can to induce the veteran states* 
man to remain at his post. Al­
though unwilling to grant1 all the 
concessions asked for by the more ex 
treme Republicans of the Assembly, 
the President has sent a message to 
the House informing them that he is 
quite ready to make certain altera­
tions, which he thinks should satisfy 
all parties.

The principal changes he proposes 
to make in the constitution are, the 

creation of a second or upper cham­
ber, which in its functions would be 
somewhat analagous to our Senate, 
and would represent the conservative 
element in the country. He is also 
willing to have a Vice-President, and 
concede ministerial responsibility,but 
lie reserves to himself, the right to sit 
in the Assembly,and participate in its 
debates, which is something unusual 
for a President, and which has met 
with considerable opposition from a 
portion of the members. Then in 
order to conciliate thé more extreme 
Republicans, he offers a new election 
for the Assembly which a good many 
of that section believe would result 
in securing a majority for them. 
These propositions, however, though 
concurred in by a portion of the 
members,have met with much opposi­
tion from the more extreme men of 
the monarchist and republican party, 
and if a compromise is not effected 
by a union of tbe more moderate 
representatives of all the sections, an 
appeal to the people may have to be 
made in order to ascertain whether 
or not they will support the 
President in his proposed changes in 
the constitution.

The latest reports state that since 
the report of the committee, recom­
mending these changes, has been 
carried by a majority of that commit­
tee, the excitement and feeling of 
uneasiness have been somewhat al- 
layedjstill the situation is of no ordin­

In a letter to 
the London Times, Prof. Tyndall has 
connected with this fact his interesting 
and valuable observation, by means of a 
beam of light, that air expelled from the 
lungs by a forced expiration contains no 
floating particles, and considers that to­
gether these facts afford a complete de­
monstration that germs in the air, re­
moved by filtration, are the cause of put­
refaction aud its associated phenomena 
of animalcular life.
