The Rev. Lyman Abbott Denounces
the A. P. A,

NEw Yorg, Oct. 18.—The oath of the
American Protective Association was read
last pight in Plymoutk Chareh, Brocklye,
by the Rev. Lyman Abbott, and, in com-
menting on it, he said: *‘The American
Protective Association pays that the
Roman Catkolic Charch is cpposed to our
pablis schools. That is not true, some
Zeman Cathelics, some powerful members
of the church, are opposed o the schools,
but the chrreh itzelf—n0.” :

The text of Dr. Abbott’s sermon for the
evening was from}Luke, ix., 19, 503 **And
Jobn answered and said: Master we saw
one casting out devils in thy vame, and
forbade him, beeause he followed not with
ns. And Jesussaid unto him: Forbid him

ot, for he that iz not against us is for us.”

After reading the ‘sxtz Dr. Abbett an-
nounced that he intended to spesk in the
Academy of Music on Tuesday night, at &
meesing which was to be held for the pur-
pose of honoring Father Sylvester Malone,
whose 50th year of service in Bt Peter’s
and St. Paul’s Roman Catholis Chureh,
Brooklyn, eastern division, was finished
gesterday, Dr. Abbott szaid it was the
duty of all Christians to commend the
good dome by membern of all denomina-
‘jons. It was very easy, he said, to pass
judgmentz on this and that creed, to pase
judgmexnts which placed all virtues on one
side and all evils on the other side, but
such judgments were false. *There are
those who say,” he declared, ‘that the
Roman Catholic Church iz the only divine
shurch——that Christ founded it, that it eon-
tains all that is good; there are those wio
say that it is anti-Christ—that it is the
acariat woman, and both judgments axe
wrong,” Gravely the doctor declared
there were pages of history of the
Roman Catholic Church thas were written
in blood. ‘And yet,” said he, ‘there are
other pages luminous with light and noble
things. Let us commend the good that
has }imc.u done and condemn the evil.’

Dr. Abbott asserted tnat Protestants
had also shown the spirit of intolerance,
and cited o few coses. Lo speaking of the
“intolerance” of the American Protective
Association, he read slowly and with em-
phasis that part of the oath in which the
man taking it pledges himself not to em-
ploy a Roman Catholic servant, and then
said: *I would rather combat the iuteler-
ance of the nineteenth century than cumb‘u.t
the jntolerance of the dead popes of the
Gfteenth century. Combat intolerance

in your own hearts. Combab intolerance
that sneers at the black-robed women who
have devoted their lives to the care of the
sick and poor, who have ogared for the
wounded on the battlefielde, Combat the
intolerance which mamfesis iteeld in your
heart &t the sight of @ man who wears the
cross on his heart.”

Dr. deglared that he was o Prot-
rotestants, that he believed in

e of orivate judgment as against
teachings »f the Roman Cathelic
Church, that he believed in the pabiie
gchools and their protection, The doctor
said 12 was not true that all Roman Catho-
lice were oppoeed to the American scheol
eystem, and asserted that many eminent
dignitaries of the Roman Catholic Church
pelieved as ho believed concerning the pub-
lic schools.
