Bill to Carry Qut the Regulations of
the Arbitrators.

The Measure Laid Betore the British
House of Commens W.thdrawn.

Daring Seal Poacher Captured by a
Russizn Man-of-War.

Wasurxaron, April 1.—Secretary Gresh-
8m has submitsted to the Senate committee
on foreign relations the draft of a bill in-
tended to carrv out the reguiation of the
arbitrators as to tha conduct of the seal
fisheries in the North Pacific and Bering
Bea, The bili prohibits sealing within a
zone of 60 miles around the Pribyloff
lslands, and prohibits sealing outside of
that zone and inciuding Bering Sea north
©f 35 north latitude and east of 180 iongi-
tude, between May 1 and July 31. The use
of steam vessels in sealing isforbidden, and
masters of vessels are required to render an
official statemeat of seals taken, with pen-
alties for false statements, Ne tg, firearms,
airguns or explosives shall not be used,
but shotguns are allowed; United States
Indians not employed by other persons and
who do not contract with other persons to
deliver skins are exempted from the pro-
visions of the act. Fines of not less than
3200 or imprisonment of not less than six
months, or both, and the confiscation of
vessels, cargo, tackle, ete., are prescribed
as the penalties for violation of this act, and
prosecution may be instituted in any
United States District Conrt of Alaska,
California, Oregon or Washington.

Itismade the duty of the President to
provide for the enforcement of the act by a
sufficient naval force in the sealing waters,
Any vessel or citizen of the United States
offending against the prohibitions of this
act or the regulations thereunder may be
seized and detained by the navy or other
duly commissioned officers ot her Majesty
the Queen of Great Britain, but when so
seized and detained they shall be handed
over as soon as practicable, with any wit
nesses and proois on board 10 any naval or
revinue cfficer or other authorities of
the United States, whose courts
alone shall have jurisdiction to try the
oflease and impose the penalties for the
same; provided, however, that British
officers shall arrest and detain vessels and
Dersons as in this section specified only
aiter, by appropriate legislation, Great
Britain shall have authorized officers of
the United States duly commissioned and
instructed by the President to that end
to arrest, detein and hand cver to the
authorities of Great Britain vessels and
sutjects of that Government ofiending

iinsy auy statute or regulations of Great
Britain enacted or made to enforce the
award of the treaty mentioued in the title
of this act.

Although the submissicn of the above bill
would seem to indicate an understanding
that the British authorities are ready to
make their own measure conform to onr
plan, it appears that there are yet stum-
bling blocks in the way. These are prob-
ably due to the urgent remonstrances of
the Canadians and they bave had the
effect to cause the British Government to
doubt its ability to secure the passage of
their bill in time to be of service this
season,

Sir Julian Pauncefote has again come
forward with a propositien to renew the
modus vivendi for this year, promising
that in case this is done the British act
will be passed in time to go into speration
next year. He also requests permission to
station a British agent on the seal islands
to sce that our catch does not exceed the
maximum of 7,500 skins. If thisis accept-
ed it is believed thas the closed zone will
extend down to the 42nd paraliel at the
northern boundary of California. %o far
as can be learned no cause is assigned for
the failure to pass the bill this season, and
the fate of Sir Julian’s last proposition is
extremely deubtful.

THE BRITISH BILL TO BE AMENDED.

LoxpoN, April i.—As a result of further
exchange of views between London and
Washington the Atiorney-General, Sir
Charles Russell., has withdrawn the
Bering Sea biil providing for enforcement
of the award of the board of arbitration,
which he recently introeduced in the Houre
of Commons. The object is that it may be
subjected to modification. It will be rein-
troduced next Thursdav,

RUSSIANS GOEBLED HIM,

SAn Fraxcisco, April 1.—Advices have
been received here that Capt. O, G. Han-
son, known best as the *Flying Dutch-
man,” a daring seal poacher, and the crew
of the schooner Emma have been captured
by the Russian authorities and are in
prison at Vladivosteck. The schooner has
been confiscated, Huanson had long deficd
the aunthorities, having been a successful
poacher, despile most persiztent efiorts to
effect his capture, During a recent storm
he encountered a Russian man-of-war and
endeavored to get away, The wind blew
the gails to ribbons and the Russian ship
was soon alongside.

Astounding Revelations.

The papers of several European capitals
have made, within a few days, guarded al-
lusions to an astounding crime, or series of
crimes, alleged to have been committed in
Belgium. 1t concerns the head of one of
the departments for the Belgium Govern-
ment and his wife, who was the daughter
of an eminent general, now dead. They
are accused of murdering by poizon no less
than five of their relatives in order to ob-
tain large sums of insurance on their
lives, Suspicions were aroused over
the manner of the death of the brother
of the accused woman carly in the present
month, This led to an investigation by
the insarance company with startling
results. The account of the discoveries
sert by a Brussels correspondent is con-
firmed by the officers of the Guardian In-
sursgnce Company, of London, which
precmpted the irqguiry. The young man
was Insured a iew weeks before hix death
far £20,0C0 for the benefir of his sister.
He died saddenly, March 6, at the resi-
dence of his sisier and bLrother-in-law in
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Antwerp. Serious defects in the answers
to quastions in the application and in the
proui of death caused an inquiry to be
begun, and finaliy the body was exhumed
and poison found in the stomach. It was
learned that there had been four similar

vths in the same house within four years.
The victims are all relatives, each cartying
a fresh insurance of $20,000 or $30,000.
their bodies were also disinterred this
weel and poison is said te have been found
in some, but the analyses are not coms-
pleted. Arrests have not yet been made
but will follow soon. The suspected per-
sons move in the highest circles and their
reputation has hitherto been untarnished,
