11,000 Wait Through Night.
Two gates at Stamford Bridge were 

opened at 11 this morning, when about 
11,000 people who had been waiting out­
side ail night were admitted. The 
stands filled slowly until 1 o'clock, when 
it was estimated 25.000 people were 
present. They were composed chiefly of 
Northerners, who had come down on the 
night trains. They beguiled themselves 
by singing popular songs, and in cheer­
ing for whichever team they happened 
to be supporting. Everybody who ap­
peared on the field got a cheer also. 
Shortly after 2 o’clock the band of the 
Irish Guards began a concert, which 
lasted until the kick-off. The sun was 
quite warm, and the heat was responsi­
ble for some ambulance cases.

The Duke of York, who represented 
his father, the king, absent through the 
I court mourning period through the 
death of Lord Mountbatten, and who 
was to present the cup to the winner, 
if one turned up in this afternoon's 
game, arrived shortly before the start 
of the match. He was received with a 
great burst of cheering, which was 
renewed when he walked across the 
field and had the players of both teams' 
presented to him. It was estimated 
60.000 were present when the game be­
gan. Both teams got a rousing recep­
tion when they came on the field to 
play.
