A great many people arc not telephone subscribers, vet 

they may be just as interested in the article your Want Ad 
offers as though they were. The Jones family arc just such 
folks. In need of a kitchen range a few days ago, they scanned 
the Want Ads. Two ranges were offered. The advertiser 
of one gave only her ’phone number. The second advertiser 
gave both ‘phone number and address.

Mrs. Jones took the family ear in the afternoon, and 
started out to buy a range. She went first to the advertiser 
whose Want Ad gave an address. Naturally, she did. Calling 
the other range advertiser would have meant troubling a 
neighbor, or patronizing a drug store booth. Also, like many 
people who use the telephone infrequently, Mrs. Jones doesn’t 
relish ‘phone conversations, and avoids them when she can.

She answered first the Want Ad with an address. The 
range suited, and the price was right. “Why look any far- 
ther?" Mrs. Jones reasoned. And bought.

The advertiser’s address takes up little space in any Want 
Ad, yet those few words often will be sales-makers. Buying 
any of various things, many readers take the attitude: "Well 
go to see. We won’t trouble to ’phone, because before buying 
we would wish to see the article anyway." So they jump into 
the car, and are away—first, to the advertisers whose addresses 
are given. And if your Want Ad gives an address, you arc 
likely to receive a visit.

The name in addition to the address often helps out, too. 
Replying to your Want Ad, an inquirer finds as he gets to the 
block that he has forgotten the exact number. However, he has 
your-name, and his dilemma is easily solved. All he has to do 
is to stop at the first house, and ask where “Mr. Stone" lives. 
That's a Lot better than having to ask: “Who has a kitchen 
range to sell in this block?"

Little things like these do increase Want Ad results.
