City's ‘Artésian Wells Are Now

Supply

Winnipeg, Feb. 12.—For some time
the insurance underwriters have been
working on a new sirvey of the city
in order that a new schedule may go
into effect- immediately upon the com-
pletion of the test of the high pressure
plant. The present schedule in yse in
the city is what is known as the Paci-
fic Coast schedule, and differs in many
respects from the one in use in east-
ern Canada. Theé object of the insur-
ance men is to bring about a greater
uniformity in the rates, and so the
eastern schedule will be introduced
into Winnipeg, and gradually will re-
place other schedules in all parts of
the Dominion. Thus, if a man has
buildings in Montreal, Toronto, Win-
nipeg and Calgary, his rates will be
the same, all other things being equal.
The rates will vary only according to
the kinds of buildings, the occupancy,
the fire protection or other wsimilar
items.

An interesting - situation - is caused
in Winnipeg because of the fact that
the change of schedule ‘will g0 ‘into ef-
fect upon the acceptance by ‘the city
