Nev Bk, N.J., Oct. 31.—The Mechanics’
nationy Efank has elosed its doors in conse-
quence’ (Gthe statement of the cashier to
the dire’a; . '8 yesterday. An investigation
is goings The bank has been regarded
as the sifongest here. The stock sold at
180. It is reported that the sashier is a de-
faulter to the amount of $2,000,000.

LaTER—There is intense excitement here,
The bank is the largest in the wstate. A

‘meeting of the directors was held yester-

day, when the cashier, Q. L. Baldwin,
stated that the liabilities were so great that
further attempts to carry on the business
would be useless. = Baldwin has been ar-
rested on a charge of embezzlement. The
loss will fall principally apon the stock-
holders. Tt is thought the depositors will
be to a great extent shielded from: loss.
The bank’s last statement showed a surplus
of $400,Q00. It is reported the entire assets
of $2,000,000 to $3,000,000 have vanished.
It is said Baldwin calmly told the directors
that they had their safe left and nothing
more. :

O. Nugent & Co., morocco makers, sus:.

tained by the defunct bank, have assigned.
Other failures are expected. Baldwin, the
cashier, is a leading member of Trinity
Episcopal church and vestryman,

Baldwin is prostrated and confine d to his
residence, but was waited on by the
United States district attorney and commis.
sioner and was admitted in $25,000 bail to
appear at court on Nov. 7. Baldwin stated
voluntarily that about the year 1873 he be-
gan to make loans to C. Nugent & Co.,
morocco manufacturers, without security
or the sanction of the directors. Having
began, he was in the power of Nugent & Co.,
and continued the accommodations for
some - time, allowing them $50,000 per
month till the totalwas increased to a ruinous
amount. Nugent assured him he had a
large property and a capital in business
which would make all loans good. Nugent
was well aware that he (Baldwin) was using
the banks money and always promisced
to surréender  his property in case of
trouble. Under these circumstances the
loans increased till it reached over $2,000-,

Nugent would give drafts on friends in
New York which would be gredited to him
as cash, and Baldwin would use the bank’s
money ‘to take up the drafts when due.
The books were falsified t3 show the ac-
counfs correct. ~ Finally, however, the
losses were placed in the account of the
Mechanics’ bank in New York, the agent
of the Newark bank, so that while it ap.
peared the Newark bank had claims for
$2,000,000 against the New  York bank,
the fact is the Newark bank owes the New
York bank $200,000. This difference is
almost wholly due to the irregular trans-
actions with Nugent.  In conversation with
the district attorney Baldwin said he had
epeculated very little and lost nothing in
that way. The district attorney says Nu-
gent can be held liable for his part of the
transaction under the revised statutes. The
rumor that Nugent made an assignment
was premature. Accounts are involved
with banks and await further developments.

Baldwin was in bed all day in custody of
the United States, deputy marshal. “He
positively refused. to see reporters. Bald-
win said to a friend, *‘1 am guilty, and am
willing to go to the penitentiary.”’” In con-
versation with the district attorney he posi-
tively denied using any fiunds of the bank
for private speculations, and said Nugent
compelled him to give him money without
security by threatening to tell the bank
directors all about the crooked transac-
tions. Sometimes Nugent paid back $50,000
a month, but always drew more than he
paid. The State banking company, whose
funds were nightly deposited with the
Mechanics’ bank, were somewhat embar-
rassed by the failure, but drew from the
bank $12,000 in bonds which had been de-
posited by them elsewhere. The funds
were then secured to go on with the busi-
ress. A quiet run was made on it, and
one alderman drew out. his entire de-
posit.  The company, however, only
had $7000 in the Mechanics and the
officers have no fears for the safety of their
bank. The Mutual Benefit life insurance
company was a large depositor, but not to
80 great amount as some time ago, The
Police Mutual Aid association had $5000
deposited. The defalcation :will reach
$2,400,000. Nugent states the amount

‘discounted  for his firm was only about

$160,000. Notwithstanding , Baldwin’s
statement, it is. believed he sunk large
sums in stock speculation. It is mow
thought the depositors will get about fifty
cents on the dollar.

Ballantine & Sens, Joseph Hensler and
Gotfried Krueges, brewers, are among the
largest depositors.

ugent offered this afternoon to confess
a judgement. for $200,000 on his indebted-
ness which-the treasurer intended to draw
this morning. The amount on deposit be-
longing to the water board was $127,000,
but the board will be able to meet all claims.
Baldwin entered the bank when a boy and
became assistant cashier in 1852. = His
salary at the time of the failure was $7,000
a year. The bank paid an annual dividend
of 14 per cent. The stockholders of the
bank are liable for the full amount of the
holdings—that is, each shareholder for
$100 of stock must pay $100, besides losing
the value of his stock. As far as is known
no other banking institution is affected ‘to
any extent.

Christopher Nugent, head of the morocco
firm, was arrested this evening on a charge
of aiding and abetting Baldwin in embez-
zling funds of the bank. He gave $25,000
bail.

It is now expected the bank will not pay
depositors more than 40 per cent. Another
report is that the assets will not be over
15 per cent. of the liabilities. The feeling
against Baldwin is bitter.

BURNT AND MUTILATED,

THE MAYOR'S REPORT ON THE
YONGx STREET CONTRACT.
SR Gy
Very LittleLight on the Transaction—The Guilty
Parties Still Unknown—The County Judge
to Investigate —Recommendations of his

Worship.

The mayor last night reported to the city
council on the” result of the investigation
into the abstraction and mutilation of the
Yonge street pavement contract, about
which so much fuss has been raised lately.
Althou_gh a detective was detailed to work
up the case, very little light has béen
thrown on the transactfon, and the person
or persons who mutilated the document
have not been discovered. In his message
the mayor-says :

After a careful perusal of the papers and
from my own investigation, I am free to
say-that Iam not at ail satisfied with the
result-so far, and therefor - feel it my duty
to recommend the council to have a
thorongh investigation made by the county
judge.  The investigation has

DISPLAYED' A LOOSENESS
in carrying on the civi: business in this
department that is deplorable, and that im-
mediate steps should 'be taken to
devise such remedies ‘as will pre-
vent a recurrence. of such an event
A single copy of a contract of such im-
portance was alone prepared (and this it
seems has been the course that has been
pursued for a number of years), the solici-
tor fixing the penalty and approving of the
sureties on his own responsibility. . When
completed, this contract was handed to
James Craig, secretary of the committee
on works, who has always assumed the re-
sponsibility of the .charge of such docu-
ments. The contract was kept by him in a
tin box that would not lock, and was there-
fore virtually open to be taken out by any
one having access to the safe, or who chose
to surreptitiously enter the same. The
responsibility of the safe keeping of the do-
cument, resting on Mr. Craig, it was his
duty to see that the same was safely kept,
and when taken out that it was properly

returned, and in any event he must be held |

responsible for his carelessness in not tak-
ing ordinary precaution to see that the same
was protected and safely guarded.  From
investigation made by myself privately
since the report of Detective Hodgins was
sent in, I am of the opinion that the
CONTRACT WAS SEEN
in the secretary’s possession since the date
of the interview between ex-Ald. Hender-
son and the civy solicitor, which took place
on or about the first day of Septemler.
Towards the,close of the same month, and
asnear as I can gather, about four or five
days_before it was missed, it was produced
by the secretary in his office to satisfy an
enquiry of Mr. Godson, who was present,
as to the time within which the work was
to be completed, and. at the close of this
interview it was put back by the secretary,
as he affirms, in the tin box. This is the
last time the contract was seen prior to the
discovery of its being missing on the 29th.
With all these facts and information before
you, I trust that the council will at once
~take steps to set in motion the machinery
provided by the municipal act to thoroughly
investigate matters such as these.

RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE FUTURE.

In this connection I trust the council’
will grant me the permission of laying be-
fore them the following recommendations
for their approval, which with others that
may occur to the members themselves will
enable us in the future to prevent such an
occurrence from taking place. 1. Inregard
to the solicitor’s office : (@) The solicitor to
prepare all contracts and have same exe-
cuted in triplicate—one copy to be kept in
his own office in a properly locked tin box ;
one to be given to the clerk of the commit-
tee on works to be similarly kept, and one
to be handed to the contractor ; () the
penalty for all contracts to be fixed by the
committee on works on the recommendation
of the engineer, and a copy of the minute
passed re same forwarded in writing to the
solicitor’s office ; (c) the sureties to be ap-
proved of by the executive committee, and
the solicitor notified of their decision in
writing ; (d) that all contracts or other
documents when completed shall be handed
over to the parties entitled to the same and
a receipt taken ina receipt book to be kept
for that purpose ; (¢) that it shall be com-
pulsory on the soli¢itor to make a return at
each meeting of the council, of all contracts
entered into and executed since the
preceding meeting. 2. Im regard to the
committee on works : (a) The secretary to
receive and have the custody of all ‘con-
tracts, tenders or other documents, the pro-
perty of the committee, and handed to him
by the solicitor or any other person for the

urpose of the same, and he shall keep a

goo in which he shall entér the same and
the date when received ; (b) he alone shall
be held responsible for  their safe keeping,
the committee providing such protection as
shall be requisite, to which he 'alone shall
have access ; (c¢) that said contracts, docu-
ments, and other papers, shall be produced
from time to time by him when required by
the said committee, but shall remain ia his
possession and he be held responsible for
their safe return ;. (d) should the contract or
document be ‘properly required by any de-
partment, or be needed for legal purposes
or otherwise, before ing with same a
receipt shall be taken by hiw for said con-
tract or document so handed over, in a re-
ceipt book to be kept for that purpose.
BAXTER ON THE SITUATION.

Ald, Baxter rose to a question of privi-
lege.. He then proceeded to read an article
from the Globe of the 26th of October, re-
flecting on the character of the board of
works, and moved the following resolution :

That, whereas, an article appeared in the Globe
newspaper of this city on Wednesday, Uctober 26th,
under the head of ““The Board of Works Scandal,”
referring to the recent mutilation of the contract
for the Yonge street block pavement, in which the
fellowing words occur—*‘ The council is invited to
take notice that all the jobs which have disgraced it
lately have originated in or have been carried out
through the neglect or with the connivance of the
board of works. The scandalous doings of that com-
mittee whick have been unearthed are as nothing
cdmpared with those which have been unsuccess-
fully covered up.”

Be it, therefore, reselved,—That his honor the
judge of the county court of the county of Y(_:rk be
requested to make a full and aearchug enquiry in
the matter of the abstraction and mutilation of the
said contract, and that the chairman and members
of the committee on works and variots officials in
the city engineer’s department be examined with all
others that may be required to be examined in rela-
tion thereto ; and further, that the managing director
of the Globe newspaper be also required to attend
before his honor and asked to make good on oath the

t t8 published in the said paper as quoted

above.
The mover challenged the' closest scrutiny,
and in common justice tn themselves @nd
the ratepayers such an investigation shonid
be made.

Baxter’s resolution which was suppos-
ed to be founded on that article referred to
the contract alone. 'The resolution simply
admitted that the whole article was true.
He regarded it as a plan of Ald. Baxter to
get the credit of moving the resolution with
regard to the contract. Ald. Baxtersaid he
Was quite willing te smend his resolution
%0 as to include all the matter referred to
in the article. Ald. Boswell thought it was
a great shame that men like Ald. Baxter
who came down and gave their time to the
public should be subjected tosuch attacks
as this. He trusted Ald. Boustead was
not sincere in the remarks he had made.

business is carried on, a full investigation be
made by the county court judge, in con-
formity with clause 452 of the municipal
act, ete.

KILMAINHAM TO ARMAGH.

The Number of Arrests Daily Growing Less—The
League Becoming Cautious in its Movements
~Mr. Parnell’s Letter.

Dusrx, Oct. 3l.—Yesterday Archbishop
McCabe delivered an important pastoral,
in which he alluded to the recent riots as
the work of a few misfuided yonths. He
said that' the no rent manifesto startled
men from their dream of security, assailed
the eternal law of God, and struck at the
foundation on which society rests. This
programame he ecousidered the teachings of
communism. He said : * We feel as keen-
ly as the most outspoken of our brethren
inspired By the ministrations of cruel in-
Juries worked by bad laws on the defence-
less tenants of Ireland, but we must not
allow our abhorrence of injustice to betray
us into a repudiation of the claims of jus-
tice. If to-day the landlord’s claim to his
just rentbe questioned, who will guarantee
the tenant’s right to his outlay of money
and toil ?” At the cathedral a hundred
and fifty young men rose while the priest
was reading it and drowned the speaker’s
voice in noisy demonstrations made in
leaving the building. At Arran quay chapel
a similar incident occurred. In other chapels
dissenting noise and gestures were made.

Parnell’s letter printed .on Saturday
caused considerable commotion. The Free-
man’s Journal suppressed parts of the letter
on account of the proclamation of the gov-
ernment. One of tne suppressed portions
says, ‘‘the only organization any longer
possible is that the tenants meet upon the
estates where they are called on to pay
rent, and decide upon the line of action re-
commended in the manifesto of the execu-
tive. ' We have directed those in charge of
the relicf  funds to refase assistance to the
tenants on any estate where the rest of the
tenants have paid rent or applied to the
land court to have a fair rent fixed, We'
advise evicted tenauts to continue to rely
on the league, and not to waste their
slender resonrces on a useless legal strug-
gle.”
