THE OROPS AND THEIR PRICES.
The general reports of extraordinary
crops in America aré now supplemented
by similar reports from all parts of Burope
"M, Estienne’s annual review, just out at
shows a great improvement over
1ast year in every country but Spain. In
France, wheat, corm rye and barley are
' petter than last year, and cern and wheat
particularly so. In England there is &
marked improvement in everything but bar-
ley, which shows a falling off from 110 last
year to 95.4 this year, and potatoes,
which fall off 4 per cent. In the other
crops he percentage of the present crop
compares with that of last year as follows:
Wheat, 92.2 to 90 ; oats, 105.1 to 80;
roots, 107.1 to §0. The London Times,
reviewing M. Estienne’s report, congratu-
lates the country on the cheap abundance
in store for all, and remarks that never
before = since these reports began was
there & season in which the intelligence
was 80 unifermly favorable all over
the northern hemisphere. While man-
kind generally have reason to rejoice at
the prospeect of cheap food, there are those
who are 80 peculiarly situated as to look
upon this abundance as a calamity. The
English farmer will groan at the beggarly
price he will, get for his hard-earned crops
when rivaled by this plethora of food from
every country on the globe.
