THE QUEEN’S OWN.

London, NOv. 2.—An appalling railway 
accident occurred early this morning near 

e Thirek, in Yorkshire, by which 10 persona 
were killed and a large number Injured.

The east coast express train for London 
left Edinburgh at 10 30 o’clock last night. 
The express train, being unusually heavy, 
was divided into two sections. The first 

- section proceeded safely to London,arriving 
at the usual hour. The second section had 
over 100 passengers on board, including 
several noblemen and other distinguished 
people. The train, which consisted of coaches 
from Dundee, Perth .Abroath and Aberdeen, 
awept safely through 
the extreme north of England. A thick fog 
prevailed and the express train collided at 
full speed with a goods train on a siding at 
Manor House. The wreok of the express 
train was complete. The earriag 
broken and jammed together, and 
the passengers' were caught in their com­
partments as in so many trap». The wreck 
took fire almost instantly from escaping 
gas, and the amoke and flams and the 
shrieks of the dying and wounded made a 
horrible icene.

Those who managed to extricate them- 
wives uninjured hastened to assist others 
who were yet - alive and caught in the 
wreck. It was difficult work, owing to the 
way in which the carriages were crashed to­
gether, and the frouble in opening 
partaient doors that were fastened 
the usual British fashion. 

i Men and women could be heard ahrieking 
for assistance, and one man who -was being 
slowly burned to death and who could not 
get out begged the rescuers, in heaven's 
name, to kul him.

London, Nov. 2.—The greatest pressure 
is being brought upon the Board of Agri­
culture to secure the prohibition of the im­
portation of| Canadian cattle.

Editor World: When sickness of a eon-A Pumping Station On the Island.

Editor World: I notice the article In this 
morning’s World regarding a pumping 
station on the Island. I think I am the 
first person who recommended the pressure 
plan on the conduit to prevent sewage from 
being sucked into the water we drink.

I am of the opinion no engineer can 
make of a flexible joint 
pipe ; to attempt to ma 
tight i» not feasible, no matter h°w much 
Gowanlock may swear, spit 8r splutter ; 
then the only remedy in sight is the one I 
propose, Le., pressure. The men who put 
down the pipe and who drew up the con­
tract for the pipe shoul^ know now much 
pressure it will stand. Certainly it should 
be able to stand enough pressure to force all 
leaks in the conduit out instead of in as 
now. In so far as pressure is concerned it 
is simply a question of increasing the pres­
sure in the conduit to a greater pressure 
than the wdtght of the water outside in the 
bay. I do not care whether this is done as 
I proposed by pumping or as Mr. Mc- 
Dougal proposes, by a screw, so 
long as it i» done in the cheapest 
effectual manner possible. When this is 
done, if the City Engineer will then turn 
his attention to a filtering basin and build 
one as an outside circle to the reservoir 
and say 10, 15 or ‘20 feet higher than high 
water mark in the present reservoir, with 
from 16 to ‘20 removable filters of gravel, 
■and and charcoal that can be removed 
every two weeks and replaced with new 
and fresh ones; then clear out the privy 
pits and flush the sewers of the city once 
each week, a» is done in Paris, France, and 
the death rate will fall from 8 to 10 per 
cent, in 1893, providing the Don is turned 
into Ashbridge’s Bay and all sewers now 
emptying in tbe Don are carried to the 
Toronto Bay along its ban ks.
