Things took rather a bad turn for Miss

Lizzie Borden yesterday, There was moth-}

ing uonatural in her dislike of her step-

mother or in her giving expression to that
dislike; but that she should have been over-

beard to accuse her sister of giving her away

and to say, “'I don't care, 1 won't give in one

inch,” is another and very serious matter.

Bister Emma will doubtless be asked to cor-
roborate this evidence and to furnish some

expianation of the words. If she admits
that the police matron, who gave the testi-
mouy, spoke the truth and fails to put an-

other interpretation on the remark to that
naturally applied by everyone else, it will

go hard with Lizzie. Poor Emma will then
be in the awfol position of having given the

evidence that convicted her sister. And the
journalists who have so religiously

striven to twist overytling in Lizzie’s
favor and to  Dblacken the char-

acter of the -witnesses of the states
will be confounded. Never before has so de-
termined and apparent an attempt been made
%o prove a prisover innocent as has been
manifested in this case. Hardly a paper
could be taken up that did not contain an
article scoffing at the idea that Lizzie could
be guilty and sneering at the police officer-
for presuming to imagine they were able to
bring the crime home to so good and seem,
jugly pious a young woman. But before now
it has been proven that people have attended
church with murder in their hearts. Miss
Borden is not described as pretty, but as
cool and determined, and her general be-
havior throtdghout the awful ordeal to which
she is being subjected has amply borne out
that description of her. Ounce or twice she
has fainted, but that might have been as
much due to|the heat of the court room as to
any relaxing of the inteuse nervous tension
that the womhn must be experiencing. It is
almost impossible to believe.that were a man
placed in a similar position there would be
the same marked display of sympathy. But
werea man in the dock it appears possible
that the sympathy would be marked in an-
other way than through the newspapers, for
a local journal dolefuily reflects that had the
crime been laid at the door of one of the
sterner sex the prisoner’s box would have
been banked with roses; whereas poor Lizzie
has not a solitary flower to comfort her. It is
sad to think her own gex should be so com-
pletely against her, but it might yet turn out
that they have a better appreciation of
thoe situation than the newgpaper men, who
in advance of the verdict have depicted Miss
Borden as a poor bruised white lily.

The Washington Disaster.

If the evidence given on'ths first day of the
coroner’s enquiry into the éause of death of
the victims of the collapss of the old Ford
Theatre at Washington is to be relied on,
the United States Government, through its
officers, is even more. culpable than anybody
reading the scanty despatches supplied to the
Canadian dailies by the Associated Press
could ever have dreamed. And here it is
possibly in order to remark that if it were
the English Government at fault the details
could net be tgo black to be repeated; in like
manner, were the Canadian Government to
blame, the correspondents oun this side of the
line, in or out of The Globe office, would see
to it that the thickest and darkest coloring
was given to their telegrams. Buf, seeing
that it is their own Government whose repu-
tation= is at stake, the Buffalo Associated
Press agents patriotically take care that
the despatches are softened to as great an ex-
tent as possibie without actual falsification,
before being forwarded for publication in
Canada. The Canadian correspondent, we
regret to say, usually not only ignores all
sense of propriety'as regards the country,
bubeagerly utilizes his imagination fora
supply of vividness.

At the inquest not only was Col. Ains-
worth, the man whom the clerks appear
aimost unanimously to hold responsible,
allowed to sit full face to the witnesses, all of
whom were indebted to him as their chief
for the tenure of their gituations, but he was
represented by counsel who prompted -the
coroner. However, the testimony was most
damning. Several witnesses swore that the
building had for years been known to be un-
safe. One clerk said that common sense
told him if the floor was mnot uader- pinned
while the excavation was going on it must
give way, but he hoped for the best and
trusted in the officials, one of whom went so
far as to warn him, while another condemned
the building as a mere
death-trap. At times the . pay roll
in the structure ran up to 700 men aand there
was not a fire-escape, rope or ladder in the
whole building. There was only one stair-
way and one outlet to each floor. Captain
?’uompson, an aged employe, sald the
messengers of Col. Ainsworth with bated
breath had repeatedly warned the clerks to
come down tha stairs on tip-toe and a few at
a time. The witness was an engineer and
always knew the building was unsafe. He
and others, however, depended upon it for
their daily bread, and they were all in
abject terror of Col. Ainsworth’s wrath if
they complained. Other witnesses emphati-
eally corroborated the captain, while
one mentioned that a A¥ictim, the
very day the oollapse happsened, had re-
marked to him, *They are digging ouar
graves thers,” as he pointad to the exdava-
tion. *‘For ten years,” said David Brown,
“‘we have known this thing must happen.”
They all bad a feeling of insecurity and only
hoped the crash would come at night.

‘Thus the story was unfolded of one of the
- most'gigantic pieces of official culpebility
that has ever disgraced a civilized Govern-
ment. And Col. Ainsworth, who was ap-
pointed by Mr. Harrison, it appears, cannot
be relieved from his position as chief of the
Record and Pension Office, to the uses of
which the old theatre was devoted, unless he
is first depriyved of his rank of colonel, which
can only happen as the sentence of a court-
martial, Itis surely a beautiful form of
government that makes the removal of a
careless, incompetent, bungling official im-
possible except by way of miles of red-tape-
ism, with which the eivil authorities; not
even the highest in the land, can int erfere.

The Church and Athletioc Games,

Canadian-Australinn Treaty.

The Board of Trade yesterday passed a re-

solutiou urging the Government to foster:
the trade between the Dominion of Canada

and Australia in counection with the new
line of steamers recently started between

Vancouver and Australin, This new steam-
ship should, if properly supported, be of
great benefit to Capada, Canada can send
to Sydney, Brisbane, Auckland, Wellington|
and Melbourne millions of feet of timber,
since there is no really good building timber
in Australia. But more than all else is the
fish trade. The demand for fresh fish at pres-
entcannot be satisfled with the meagre sup-
plies brought from San Francisco by the Paci-
fic mail steamers, The Columbia River canned
salmon might be superseded by tbe Fraser
River and V. ver ies output,
while trout, smelt, whiting and oysters of
Canpadiap growth might take the place of
United States productions in the same line.
Canada can send to Australia and also to
New Zsaland agricultural implements, reap-
ers and binders, plows, threshing machines,
improved sewing machines, steam engines,
improved electrical cars and inaumerable
other mechanical aids to labor. Tha sub-
stantial assurance of a nubiidy of £10,000,
or $50,000, made to the new Canadian Pacific
Steamship Line by Sir George Dibbs, Pre-
mier of New South Wales, 1§ a guarantee
that the new steamers will be well supported
by the Australians.

Churchmen and Sunday Opening.
The more liberal churchmen in the
United States are reflecting the overwhelm-
ing feeling of public opinion: in favor of an
open fair on Sunday, a feeling almost
unanimously expressed by the newspapers.
The attitude of Cardinal Gibbons, the pri-
mate of the Roman Catholic church, is in
pleasing - contrast to the narrow-minded
utterances of spokesmen of some other de-
nominations. He is particularly outspoken
in his condemnation of the effort to keep
the exhibition closed on the one day when
workingmen can spare the time to visit the

exposition and enjoy its many wonders.

A Pointer For Bre'r Coatsworth.

Michigan railroads apparently are not as
liveral-handed in supplying passes to politi-
cians as the Canadian roads are said to be.
The Michigan Legislnt\)ra bas enacted a bill
making it compulsory for all railroads in the
state to give free trausportation not oaly to
members of the legislature but to all state
judgesand state officials.

The World is pleased to note that Col.
‘Tyrwhitt, M.P., is not using his political in-
fluence to secure a life position at a fat sal-
ary under the Government. At the Cooks-
town meeting yesterday the Colonel gave an
emphatic denial to the statement that he is
about to retire from politics to take charge
of the Experimental Farm.

The Anglican Synod,

At the Anglican Synod yesterday this sen-
tence in the report of the Mission Board met
with sireng opposition:

But are we to think that a man is more useful
in the sacred ministry of the church because he
is unable to keep out of debt?

As will be ssen this sentence does not palli-
ate the making of debts, bus several minis-
ters, the most prominent of whom was the
Rev. Septimus Jones, thought that it should
have noplace in the report; it was the duty
of any man, no matter how small his income
might be, to live within its confines.

The raport of the Widows and Orphavs
Fund showed that that institution of the
church is being neglected.

Prizes in Theology.

Rev. Dr. Beattie, in presenting the Cox
bursary, New Testament exegesis to H. T.

TRADE WITH THE WEST INDIES-

The Possibilities of Developing a Large
Trade Discussed By the Heard
of Traude Couancil,
At the meeting of the Council of the Board
of Trade yesterday afternoon a resolution
was passed heartily endorsing one by the

Victoria, B.C., Board of Trade,which reads
as follows:

That in view of the inauguration of a direct
ommlhlr service between Australia and Ganada
the Dominion Government take into considera-
tion with the, ctive governments of Austral-
asian colonies the customs tariffs now in forcs on
both sides and so arrange such alterations there-
to as will ensourage the development of .recipro-
cal trade between the Dominion of Canada and
Australasia,
Canada and Australia,

The council expressed its sympathy with
the movement to establish a first-class mail
service between Vancouver and Australia.

Messrs, W. D, Matthews, H, N. Baird,
George A. Chapman, Thomas Fiynn and
James Carruthers, the examiners in grain,
were empowered to inspect export hay.

Trade With the West Indjes.

Molﬂlrl., J. G, Spurr of Halifax,' N.S., and
A. E. McKay of Damerara, West Indies, ad-
dressed the council on the advantage of ex-
tending the trade relations between Canada,
the West Indies and ' South America. Mr.
Spurr, who has for the last eight years had
large trade interests in the . West Indies,
explained that his object in addressing the
meeting was to draw their attention to an
association now being formed in Halifax for
that purpose. The beadquarters of the as-
sociation would be at a point determined by
the stockbolders. 1t was pro to raise a
capital of $100,000 in shares of $10 each,

The stock would be divided as follows:
$25,000 for Nova Scotia, $25.000 for New
Bruunswick and Prince Edward Island, and
the remninlng £50,000 between Ontario and
Quebec. This would prevent any onée pro-
vince having a controlling interest in the
stock., Responsible men would canvass the
trade, forming reliable connections and tak-
ing and executing orders on a commission
basis. They would be responsible to the
E:rt.ie: in Canada from whom goods might

ordered by the association. These agents
would also solicit and secure return consign-
ments of the various productsof these conn:
tries, largely consumed in Canada and large-
ly imported indirectly. Among the last
class was cedar for - cigar boxes, log-
wood and fustics for dying purposes, an-
nato, used in the manufacture of cheese,
and spring butter, baliata, cocoanut, cocoa,
coffee, ivory nut and other articles, amount-
g in value to & %ery large sum, upon which
one or two profits were lost to the country.
There was also a large trade to be developed
in flour and products of the mills. There
was a large consumption of bread and bis-
cuis, amounting annually to 6,000,000 1bs.
This trade was at present monopolized by
the United States, who dealt largely with
the Indies in other articles. It would be the’
business of the proposed association to regu-
late und facilitate shipments.

A. E. McKay, who bas bsen 11 years in
Demerara, and is connected with aginsur-
ance company there, alsospoke, He bas made
a careful study of the question and fully en-
dorsed what Mr. SBpurr had said om the sub-
jectk The trade with the West Iudies, he
thought, should belong to Canada rather
than the United States. At the conclusion
of the address the council assured the gentie-
men of its sympathy with them in their
efforts to promote this -important feature of
commerce.
