Duke's Private Income.

There are only a few wealthier
men in the Dominion at the present
fime than his Royal Highness, the
new Governor-General. In addition
to the salary Canada will pay him
the Duke enjoys a yearly income of
$126,000, which was settled on him
for life by. the British Parliament
because of his being one of the
younger sons of the late Queen Vie-
toria. [Nor does this exhaust the
amount of his income from official
gources, for he also draws some $25,-
000 annually as Field Marshall in
the British Army.

Besides his revenue from official
gources, the Duke of Connaught en-
joys the returns from his share of
the estate left by his mother, Queen
Victoria, the total value which has
never become known to the general
public. That the whole estate was
very large is common belief, rumor
estimating the Duke’s share at vary-
ing amounts from five to fifteen mil-
lion dollars. It is said in well-in-
formed circles that his total income
is greater than that of King George.
