CORRESPONDENT.
GENEVA, Aug. 1, 1878,
Farmer HARDSCRABBLE,—

Before I leave this city or give you
any description of its history, and beau
ties, [ must tell you of my route from
the town of Interlaken, between the
mountains, and thence by way of the
cities Berne, Fiibourg, and Lausanne,
the latter situate on Lake Leman.

1 have referred to Interlaken as be-
ing between mountains, and all who
have seen it will endorse the descrip-
tive words I employ. The traveller by
way of the Brulinig pass, which 1 have
described in- a previous letter, passes
down the Lake Brientz, frof the town
of Brientz at its head, an Ll after his
visit to the celebrated Gie:fuch Falls,
which he finds on his left, [le goes on
to nearly the foot of the Lake, when he
takes rail, and passing a few miles
along a valley, to 1ts most narrow poixt,
he finds himself at once in this roman-
tic spot, located in a valley about half a
mile wide, apparently. On the right,
as we whisk into the town, we pass at
the very base of a mountain about three
thousand feet high, and abruptly steep,
while or the left, and apparently al-
most at our feet, the towering peaks of
the Alps seemingly touch the arch of
the heavens, their smmmits glistening
with the rays of the sun darting upon
the snow, which has covered them since
the creation of the world. The snow-
covered peak, which excites the most
interest in the beholder, is called the
«“Juhng Frau,”’whose peak is of pyramid-
al form, and viewing it, as I did with my
glass, from the top of + Hotel Victoria,’”’
on a clear morning, presents a very
beautiful appearance, the huge wreaths
of snow, projecting over the masses be-
low them, being clearly seen. It i
said that this peak of the Alps is thir-
teen thousand six hundred and seven-
ty-one feet above the sea level. The
river Aare coming down through the
populous Alpine Valley, of Marienburg,

i Lake Brientz, and thence
th/Ough this town and Lake Thun, ul-
mately pours its accumulated waters
into the great Rhine, far away in the
distance. This river passing directly
along and separating the town of Ahc-
terin from its neighbor, Interlaken,
not only adds to the beauty and health-
fulness of both towns, but is utilized
by manufacturers as a Wwater power.
The united population of Interlaken
and its neighbor is said to be about
foriy-four thousand. Visitors chiefly
rendezvous in Interlaken, which is on
the side of the river directly in front of
the “ Jhung Frau'’ peak, which is seen
through a valley between the nearer
range of mountains. The hotels, too,
are chiefly on this side of the river, and
are palatial in style, of huge size, and
if the “ Victoria’ is a true type of its
neighbors, they entertain their patrons
in princely style.

Visitors to this town, and stopping
over the Sablath, have the privilege of
religious services in English, according
to the respective forms of the English
and Presbyterian churches, and your
correspondent personally enjoyed the
the privilege of both services, on the
Sabbath I spent there. The period of
tourists’ visits extends from middle of
June to. middle of September, and 1
was informed they number thirty thou-
sand annually in the total, and,judging
from the swarms I met there, 1 accept
the statement as proximately correct,
at least. As I stood viewing the little

' quaint looking cottages uo'tg)&%&.vfss

‘ peasantry dottling the apparentIj\ inac-
cessible mountain sides, and in some
cases nearly up to the line of perpetual
snow, I repeated an inquiry I had pre
viously made, “ whether those Plebian
heroes of the Alps did not sometimes
Jose their lives, by accidental slips on
the precipitous mountain sides,” and
was informed that instances of these
settlers being dashed in pieces into this
way,are of annual occurrence justat the
doors of the citizens of Interlaken, dur-
ing the spring time, when the snow is
melting down.

ilaving “done’’ the last named charm-
ing summer resort, I moved off by train
on the morning of the thirtieth of July
for the capital city of Berne, on the
route passing down the beautiful Lake
Thaon in view of extensive vineyards,
and splendid scénery to its foot, and
thence aeross the country by rail toour
destinatiops —This. capital of - Switzer-
land genitains a population of about

orty thousand, and is very beautifal'in
appearance, being built of stone, and
the best part-upon-a high plateau bor-
dered by alow valley, through which
the river Aare runs, A certain clock in
one of theold churches is an interest
ing object to strangers, its ingeniously
constructed machinery being soarrang-
ed that, at certain hours, the great bell
is struck with a hammer in ‘the hand
of a bronze automsiton, in the form of a
huge man, and upon this siguala figure
representing a bear steps outside an
enclosure, and apparently sets in‘motion
o revolving disc; upen which ‘s fixed
_Fvery .exact representations of vagious
. quadrupeds, including the elephant,
whole  performance being
preceded by the crowing - of  an
automaton cock. ' ‘The bear pit, a large
gircular pit about ten feet deep, con-
structed of spidothly eut -rocks, and
floored with the same material. - It is
placed on a plateau across the river,
which is here spanned Ly a stone bridge,
and within, are. seen not- very .sleek
varieties of  the grizzly - and black
bear family. The cathedral and state
buildings are not very inotable among
the other erections of" their kind on the
Continent, but the organ of 'the cathe:
dral, upon which a concert was given
for the entertainment of our party of
tourists, dispenses musie, altesnately as
i8oft as'the best tuned Tomale voice, and
in tones exactly like peals of thunder
reverberating in the heavens aboye the

necessity of all continental cities, the
inevitable Cathedral Church is found
here also. The Fribourg citizens boast
that they possess one of the finest ca-
thedrals on the Continent, and the very
finest.organ in the world. The Cathe-
dral is venerable for its age certainly,
and the ornamental carving upon its
outer walls is certainly very elaborate.
The carving over the spacious vesti-
bule, which forms the entrance, is won-
derful as to the purpose of the carving,
and also its execution. The worship-
per, as he moves forward to the door
of the church, looks up at a striking re-
presentation of the last Judgment—the
book of record opened—the weighing
in the balance—the just moving off from
the right hand of the Judge, and the
unrighteous being hurried along from
the left by a figure which strikingly re-
presents Satan-with demoniac express-
ion of countenance, while the carving
below this scene represerits the graves
opening and the bodies of the dead ris-
ing to attend the judgment. Other
scenes are also represented in this cur-
ious piece of ancient sculpture, and the
whole tableau presents a curious object
of study. At this city our party was
also honored with a concert upon the
cathedral organ, which is said to be
fitted with seven thousand pipes, some
of them upward of thirty feet long, and
of proportionate diameter. 1t is cer-
tainly a wonderful instrument for its
variety, and gradations of tune, from
the soft and delicate tones of the femin-
ine voice up to the crashing tones of
the artillery of the heavens, during a
terrifying thunder storm. The unex-
perienced listener sometimes involun-
tarily starts with dread, lest the im-
mense fabric of the Church is tottering
to its fall. I noticed also that the ela-
borate and rich finish of the front of the
Fribourg organ exceeded that of any |
have seen on the Continent. I am in-
clined also to award.it the fame of mak-
ing “louder thunder’’ than I have ever
heard, except that made by the contact
of surcharged electric clouds in our
climate.

On the morning of the thirty-first of
July I started en roule for this city from
where I write, and distant from Fri-
bourg nearly two hundred miles. Our
route between the last mentioned city
was chiefly through a county rich in
grape culture, and the other more sub
stantial necessaries of man’s existence,

and portions ofthe way presented some |

very romantic scenery. Just before
we reached Lausanne we got a view of
the Mount Blanc and of the Lake of
Geneva, sometimes called Lake Leman.
Its celebrity for beauty, for extent,and
for historical celebrity, render it an
exciting object of interests to persons
who see it for the first timo, and 1 con
fess to the weakness, if such it should
be called by any critic. There it lay
seemingly cradled by hills on all sides,
and the proximate pleasure of a trip
on a steamer over its placid surface in
tensified my delight. After whisking
along by train, along what I shall call
its upper end, and upon an elevation
hundreds of feet above its surface, the
distance of eight or ten miles, we came
to the pretty town of Lausanne, built
on the high plateau above the lake.
This town presenting no special objects
of interest our stay there was brief, and
we descended the steep incline to the
lake by coaches, preparatory to em-
barking on a steamer of rather capa-
cious dimensions for lake navigation,
and constructed of iron, for this city,—
the port by the lake side being called
Quchey. Our trip down the lake was
both exciting and interesting, and the
atmosphere, for this climate, delight-
fully cool. A smart little breeze came
down the pent area of the lake,
between the mountains, and the
steamer being narrow and- crank, she
yielded readily to the motion of the
miniature waves on the surface of the
lake, and caused some cases of sea sick
ness of a gentle type to the fresh wa-
ter and more sensitive of our party.
This caused a little innocent fun among
the more sailor-like members of our

party of course, as the illness was of

course temporary. The hill sides on
our right as we passed down the lake,
and near to the shore, as there are
some half-dozen points where the
steamer stops to receive or land 'pas-
sengers, was really beautiful to look
upon, presenting alternately pretty
little towns, elegant villas, vine-clad
slopes, and rich level spaces of coun-
try. I was shown, on the way, an ele-
gant villa, still owned by some of the
Bonaparte  family, and where Prince
Jerome Bonaparte, with his beautiful
American wife, used to reside, during
the kingly period of his ¢lder brother’s
life, and subsequently.

The Lake of Geneva in its extreme
length is said to be fifty-six miles long
by nine miles broad. After a most
pleasant trip of a few hours from Lau-
sanne, we were landed at this beantiful
and historic city, and took quarters at
the * Metropoli Hotel,”” grand enough
for position, size, and accommodation
for the comfort of any aristocratic tour-
ists from our great and new continent.

A grave digger and a gentleman were
passing through a church-yard, engag-
ed in tracing the virtues of the dead,
as recorded on the various tombstones.
Within a circumference of twenty feet
from where they stood lay no fewer than
eight victims to intemperrnce.

“Here,'" said the official, “you observe
the grave of a gentleman aged forty-
four, who left home to attend some
races at the neighbouring city, got
drunk, and was found dead.

“ The next grave is that of a man
aged thirty nine, who in a state of
intoxication, ran a race with another
man, was thrown from his horse and
died from its effects.

“A little further on you see the grave
of one, aged fifty, who often drank to
excess. He died soon after the Russian
war, under the effects of the strong
drink. He would. often turn his wife
out of the house : and once in a state
of drunken frenzy, he took the butter
which she had been churning, and bat-
tered the walls with it, saying that he
was taking Sebastopol.”

In a grave a little distance off were
deposited ' the remains of another
drunkard, who died from the effects
of drinking a gallon of gin for a
wager.

The nex t grave was that a man who,
in a state of intoxication, attempted to
it’ord the river in the valley below, and
| was drowned.
| The next, that of the village publican
{who had such an insatiable thirst for

— Mr. Rowe Emery
tells, in the ¢« Maine Farmer,” how he
raised a premium colt, after weaning time,
as follows: ¢ I took him to the stable
October 24, 1377, and commenced to
give him grain. I gave him onc quart
per day for the first. month. T increascd
the oats cach month so that in March I
was giving him eight quarts every day.
The third month I commenced to give
him six cggs per day, two mixed “with
each feed. He weighed October 24, 1877,
300 pounds, This morning, June 3, 1878,
he weighed 587 pounds, and stands 14
hands high. I took the eggs away from
bim the first day ef April, and commenged
to cut his oats down the first: of May. I
am now giving him four quarts of oats per
day and all the grass he. will eat, I keep
him in 'a room ten feet square,cuthis
grass for him and give him halter exercise
twice a day, and I think he is now
growing faster than cver before. ‘He has
consumed since October 24th, 1877, to June
1st, 1878, 324 bushels of oats, 45 dozen
eggs, 3 bushels of potatoes and 1,200
pounds of hay.—North Western Teelotaler. .
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Hoew 10 Preserve Ice.—During illness
ice is generally needed in the sick room.
The following method of preserving it is
highly recommended, and is certainly
worth trying : — Cunt a piece of flannel
about nine inches square, and secure it by
& ligature round the mouth of an ordi-
nary tumbler, so as to leave a cupshaped
depression of flannel within the tumbler
to about balf its depth. In the flannel
cup so constructed pieces of ice may be
preserved many howws, .all the longer

a piece of flannel from four to five inch-
ed square be used as a loose cover to the
;:é cup. - Cheap flannel, with comparative-
ly ppen meshes, is preferable, as the water
tesily drains through it and the ice is
thus kept 'quite dry. When good” flannel
with close texture is employed, a small
hole must be made in the bottom of the
fiannel cup; otherwise it holds the ‘water,
and facilitates the mclting of the ice.
Placed inwa cup of this kind, two ounces of
ice has been known to last for nine or ten
hours.~~Temperance Union.
