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submitted as by any means elnsive evide on the subject to which
they relate. But it ighopedh4at, by bringif'gthem tothe notice of
compétent observers, enough other facts may be obtained to warrant a
general conclusion respecting the influence of civilization upon the'In-
dian population.

It may not be impertinent for the wrier to observe that the above
and a multitude of other facts that have come to bis knowledgeduring
several year of study of the question of Indian elvilization have eon-
vinced him that the-usual theqry that the Indian population is destined
to decline and Inally disappear, as a result of contact with white civil-
ization, must be goeatly modified, probably abandoned altogether.
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
