Tbey thon re-
turned t. Plymnouth, Englanti, where they remaineti
for tbrec mentbs. They wvere then sent ta New Or-
leans ta cantest British rigbts ivith thc United Staes.
On thc $ti of january, îii, ihcy engageti ira thc
battie of Nciw urleans. They commenceti action anc
thousanti streng, but at the close af the engagement
tlacre were onI> two huntreti toanbwer te their naines.
