the lOth of March 1873, doth, revising tiaid judgxnentreverse
the sane, and proceedîng to render the judgment that the
Court below ouglit to have rendered in the premises; consi-
dering that no riglit of action accrued to the plaintiff with-
ont any demand having been muade by him upon the origi-
nal debtors of the def'endaut, Dame Mary 'Walker, -whose
debts were assigned by her to one Joseph Mathieu, who
-was the cédant o? the said plain tiff dismiss said plaintiff's
action, with costs. in both Courts, dîstraction whereof is
granted te Mr. D. Z. Gauthier, attorney for defendants.
