The semi-annual meeting of the Coun-
cil of the Ontario College of Pharmacy,
opened on Tuesday afternoon, Feb, 10th,
1893, at 2 o'clock, in the college building
on Gerrardsst. Mr. J. J. Uall, presided,
aud the members present were : Messrs.
J. P. Mackenzie and C. D. Daniel, To-
ronto ; A. B. Petrie, Guelph ; J. W. Sla-
vin, Orillia ; Angus Buchanan, Kempt-
ville; N. C. Polson, Kingston ; J. A.
Clark, Hamilton ; B. Jordan, Goderich,
and C. K. McGregor, Brantford. A let-
ter was read from Mr L. T. Lawrence,
stating that. illness prevented his attend-
ance,

The wminutes of the last meeting as
reported in this journal was adopted, Mr.
Lewis stating that everything was given
there except the proposed amendments to
the Act.

Me. Polson objected that these should
also be given, but the chairman explained
that they were still in the hands of the
committee.

The chairman, Mr. Hall, then read a
;eview of the work of the Council, as fol-
ows :—

To the members of the Council :

GryTLEMEN,—As this is the last regular
meeting under the present Act, it seems appro-
priate to review some of the more important
work you have accomplished during the last
eightecn months, and so leave a concise summary
for thoss who succeed us. Such n review can-
:!9& but afford you considerable self congratutn.
ion. .

Virst,~You have completed this handsome
addition to our College, doubling its capacity
and cquipment, and giving over double the in-
steuctions to studeats for the rame money as
they paid in 1888, aud better value for their
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money than any similar jnstitation in the world
that we know of,

Second,  You have so husbanded our resour:
ces that while we have spent 815,000 upon this
addition, the net delit ta-day w 17,000, while
in ISSS it was SHL00D, un increase of unly
23,000,

Phivd, —You bave had our debt congolidited
at 83 pereent , with a privilege, if we like, of
repaying the principal in sunms of $2,000 per
year; we formerly paid 6 per cept. withont
sueh prvilege,

Fourth, —Y ou have greatly developed praeti-
cal work in alt departments, until it now ocen
pies the foremest place,  Your aim has been to
tit the pharmacist of the futare to make all his
preparationg, and so do away with the middle
en, so-called manufacturing  phariacists, and
their large profits, ensuring greater relinbility
to the prblic and a better retirn to the vetailer.
‘This appears to me the true line along which to
work ta recover lost ground and to clevato our
profes<ion. It has heen o supprise to the Coun:
eil and statl that theroe 8 sucha lavge number of
chemists who rely upon others for the prepar-
ations they shoul«i make themselves,

Fifth,— By carrying to completion the work
of compiling a course of home study for nppren-
tices, which you have begun, you will be greats
Iy helping the apprentices :uui their employers,

Siath,—Athilintion with the University iy
perhaps the greatest and most substautial boon
of an cducationad chavacter ever conferred wpon
the College by uny Council.

Seventh,—~By  co-operating with tho Globe
newspaper last year, in the special addition de-
voted to onr College, yon have advertised its
advantages and drawn students from Halifux to
British Columbia,

Eighth,—By schedunling as poisons a number
of dungerous drugs you bave further protected
the retailers,

Ninth, —The improvement in our College an.
nouncement puts it on a pur with any in the
world.

Tenth,—By the contract with the Dental
School yon have brought in & revenue of $375
pPer year,

Eleventh, —Next to aflilintion (tnany think it
tukes precedenice) was the organization thmugh
you of » Retail Drugyists’ Provincial Associa-
tion. The success uuh good results sure to ac
crue from the trade convention held in August
is not denied by anyone, It shows thut you
court criticism, wish to divide responsibility,
and take the whole retail trade into your confi-
denee, advisory to the Council,

Twelfth,—\Within three months from the de-
cision in England, you have given the trade in
Outarvio the benetit of a similar decision of our
courts, which mecans that only chemists can scll
patents with poisons.

Thirtecuth, - By publishiug a Sales of Liquor
book you have put a reminder in the hands of
every druggist to ¢ obey the law,” and they are
obeying it much better, judging from the great
demand for these booka,

Fourtcenth, —The preparation of much needed
amendments to onr Act, which, if adopted, will
deserve the everlasting gratitudo of druggists.

Fiftcenth,—You have reduced the price to
the druggists of poison books from §1 to 50 cte,
Besides, the great amouut of routine work
should convince vveryone that our time has been
fully and profitalily oceupicd.

Since our August mecting all matters about
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the teaching department have been rinuing wo
ratisfuctorily and smoothly that it is o pleasure
to be nxsocinted with this featore of our work.

In Octaber we had ditliculty in getting o
magistiate at Oakville to tey a straight case for
the College agaiust a friend and prominent citi-
zen.  This was a particularly defiant case, and
the same tronble }md ocenrred before,  We laid
the matter beforo the Depavtment of the Attor-
uey -General with the resulr that tho fine was
paid, and, we hope, =uch ditliculty prevented in
the future,

After several corrections of draft amendments
to our Act, I received the finnd Jdrnft on Jan,
Aith, w time so newr our conncil meeting that I
thought you should finally pass upon the
nmendments,  The delay is not the fault either
of the Solicitor or the Chairman of the By-lawa
and Legislation Connnittee, Me, Petrie, who,
with his Committee twice met with eursolicitor
in Toronto, nud once with the vepresentative of
the Provincial Associntion, solely to re-adjust
and revise the Bill under the dircetion of tho
solicitor.  They deserve the greatest eredit,
Any changes made are decidedly in the interests
of the retail trade, and you will he pleased to
learn that the popular Liberal whip, Dr. Me-
Ray, has consented to bandio our Bill, prueti-
cally ensuring ity success,

The proscention of the T. Faton Cowmpany
(Limitedy —Aeting upou your instructions of
August last, we proceeded with the two infor-
mations of July 15, The deluy bLetween these
dutes was caused by the absenee from thoe city
of Police Magistente Denison, and our material
witness, the analyst, Dr. Ellis.  On that date,
however, we succeeded beyond our most san-
guine expectations, in winning both cases. The
tine has been paid in the caso—1* For failing to
vegister the sale of o patent with a poison,” uad
inthe other case, that for ** retatling poisons
contrary to the statute,” we agreed with the
tagistrate not to exact the tine if judgment was
entered on the hooks of the court, so a8 to give
the company an opportunity to appeal ton
higher coutt, nud so try the cascon the main is-
suc.  In accordance with youracply to my let-
ter, we had arranged to retain the ablest associ-
ate counsel in Cannda to assist our owts solici-
tors ; our case was thoroughly prcpared, and
we hud every prospect of a victory.,  Apparent.
ly the company were ads ised to the same cffect,
for they have not appealed,and the time has now
gouo by. Both convictions stand recorded for
all tiine upon the bovks of the court-a precedent
for ull future similar cases. \We believe the
Company still persist in doinga business inviola-
tion of the law. When we again try conclusjona
with them it will be with « atronger and clearer
case by reason of the eaperience wo haveguined.
The expense incurred will uot have heen lost 3
all will be of uso to us, 1 ask you to again del-
egate to your president full power to begin do
uovo and carry the case to a conclusion,
