Five years
2o she weut from her home, Danbury,
Cunn., to the formgn ficld. The graves of
our misswnaries are mualtiplying. We mast
not forget or neglect the work for which
they die.

Last month we asked our subscribers to
examine the dates on the address labels of
their papers, and to report any inaccuracy
to this oflice.

The American Christian Home Missionary
Society has just closed a successful vear.
The total collections amounted to $30,548 65,
showing & handsome increuse for the year,
Seventy-one missionaries have been engaged
in twenty-one states and provinces. The
aggregate amount of missionary labor is
16,493 days. The number of pluces helped
wus 294. During the year 34 churches
were organized. The total number of addi-
tions wus 4,849,

The total raised last year by the brother-
kood for missions, Home and Foreign, was
$454,337.53, as fallows: Negro evangeliza-
tion, 88,105.07 ; Ministerial Relief, $11,-
067 99 ; Home Board, 830,548.65; Church
Exteasion, $32.579.96, Christian Woman’s
Board of Missions, 862,681 ; Foreign Chris-
tian Missionary Society, $106.222 10; the
State and Provincial Societies, $268,641 47.
‘L'his appears to be a very good showing when
it is remembered that it does not include
what the churches raised for local expenses.

The Foreign Christian Missionary Society
is trying to enlist all our churches in the
work awong the heathen. The total num-
ber of churches contributing through this
society last year was 2,586 —a gain of 127
over the year before. ‘The number of
churches that raised their full apportionment
was 1,012. The Sunday schools have beatea
the charches, The numbher contributing
was 2,810 —a gain of 205 over last year.
The children are 1ntercsted in the heathen,
aud the churches of the future shall be,
