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tics was Dleing enacted, Tn ihe hogom of the
Repeal Associntion two parties groew up.  One
was the party of Young Ireland, whose organ
was the Nation, whose leaders were Meagher
and Mitchel, Duffy and O'Brien. The other,
the party of Old Treland, rallied round the
majestic figure of 0’Connell, On the 28th of
July, 1846, took place that famous secession
which excited ag much interest ot the time as
any of the scenes of the French Revolution,
"T'he # peace resolutions ”* were introduced, and
at the close of a great debmte, in which the Tord
Mayor, O'Brien, Johm 0'Connell; Devin Reilly,
Tom Sfeele, and John itchel took part,
Meagher vose to address the assembly, and
delivered his celebrated sword speccl—

# Abhor the sword (he said), stigmatise the
aword?  No, my lord, for in the passes of the
Tyrolit cut to pieces the banner of the Bavarian,
and through these eragged passes sirnek a path
to fame for the peasant insurrectionists of Inns-
bruck! Abhor the sword, stigmatise the sword?
No, my ltord, for at its blow a giant nation
started from the waters of the Atlantic, and by
its redeeming magic and in the quivering of its
crimsoned light the crippled colony sprang into
the attitude of a proud Republic, prosperous,
limitless, and invincible. Abhor the sword,
stigmatise the sword? - No,» my lord, for it
swept the Dutch marauders out of the fine old
towns of Belgium, scourged them back to their
own. phlegmatic swamps, and knocked * their
flag and sceptre, theic lnws and bayonets into
the sluggish waters of the Scheldt.”

Weagher concluded, amidst & scene of wild
excitement, Ly declaring that he had learned
the right of a nation to govern itself on the
ramparts of Antwerp.
