TeE LATE ORDINATIONS 1N ENGLAND, — On
Sunday ordinations were held by the two Arch-
bishops and thirty Bishops, when 302 Deacons
wore admitted, and 359 advanced to the priest-
hood, Ofthese no less than Bl4 were gradu-
ates, 210 of Cambridge, 198 of Oxford, 65 of
Durham, 27 of Dablin, 11 of London, 9 of Lam-
peter, 2 of Edinburgh, 1 of the Royal Univer-
sity of Ireland, and 1 of Sydney. The remain-
der were educated as- follows: 25 of the Lon-
don College of Divinity, 19 at Xing's College,
17 at St. Bees’, 16 at St. Aidan's, Birkenhead, 14
at Lichfield, 12 at Lincoln, 10 St. John’s, Hich-
bury, 7 at Truro, 6 at Chichester, 4 at Salis-
bury, 2 at Wells, 2 at Queen’s, Birmiagham, 2
atgloucester, 2 at Southwark; and one each
at Lancing College, St. Augustine’s, Canter.
