A Uero of Rorre's Duirr.—On  Saturday,
16th Aupust, there arrived in Cork by the
stenmer Xema, from Brivtol, 8 young meu
named Thomas Walsh, alias Burrett, beloug-
iug to the 1-24th regiment, who hus just been
discharged from the service invalided.
Burratt, for that is his real name, bolongs to
Cork. He jouined the 24th regiment some
five or six years ago, and went with that
regiment to the Cape on the Sounth African
troubles breaking out.  He s«rved in nearly
all the engarvments with the Kaffirs from the
time of the first bruxh until the memwrable
defunce at Rorke's Dnift.  Burrett was present
at the action of Isandula, and escaped with
twelve otbers to Rorke's Drift, where they
were able to commuaicate the sud intelligence
ot that disaster, and put the swmall garrison of
Rorke's Drift on their guard. During the
actiou at Isandula Buarrett lost the middle
finger of his left hand, it having bren shat-
tered by a bullet. Ia the defence ot Rorku'y
Drift he received three other wounds—two
in'the leg and one in theshoulder—the latter
wound invapacituting him from farther active
service. While wounded and unable to fire
a gun Barrett assisted in removing the wound-
ed from the bospital, which was subsegnent-
ly burned, nnd under a heavy cross fire he
continued to serve the garrison with ammu-
nition and stores. -Barrett was rent home in-
valided, and on reaching K Eogland: was
ordered to be discharged. He has been
recommended for a good pension. DBarrett is
a fine young mnn, but bears traces-on his face
of anxiety and bard work. :
