Opinions on the New Land Bill

e

THE LANDLORDS BUSILY EVICTING

Deeuty, April 12.—At the Land League
Conference to-day, while not at present ex-
pressing 8 definite opinion on so complex a
meagure a3 the Land Bill, Parnell pointed out
that meny of its provisicns werae {llusory, par-
ticularly the provisions for securing tree sale.
The bill, he said, would not benefit tenants in
srrears. 'The balaboce of opinion as expressed
by the other Home Rulers present was wn-
favorable to the bill,

At the Land Lesgue Conference to-day,
Parnell sald the first portion of the Bill rela-
tiog torents aud tenure was cbscure and dis-
fioctly prejudicial to the tenamte. There
were 32,000 holdings under eight pounds, and
750,000 under four pounds, mauy of the
tenants being in a baukrupt condition; and
a3 far 8 it regarded these, the Bill did not
secure free sale, and only increased the power
of lsudiords to enforce rack-reniing. Ap-
other important defect related to those
small tenants who bad been compelled to
accept leases, and were thus deprived of
those benefits which the Land Act of 1870
confarred on them, There were thousands of
these leases which were of such & character
a5 to make it impossible for tenants to satisfy
the clauses of the Bill pertaining thereto.
Dillon said if the Bill passed it would destroy
the power of the Land League, and the com-
bined strike of tenantry against rack-remts.
A resolution was passed declaring the Bill
nadequate.

New Yorg, April 12.,—A mass meeting
under the auspices of the united Land
Leagnera of this city was held to-night in
Cooper Institute, to protest against the jm-
prisenment withaat trial of American citizens
in Ireland, and to exprese sympathy with the
Irish people in the struggle for land reform.
‘The platform was occupied by many members
of leading Irizch societies. After apeaches
had beer made by Wm. A. J. McGuirs,
Henry G orge and others, resoluiions were

adopted condemning the British Govern-—

Loxoown, April 17.—The Pall Hall GQazette,
after referring to the events in Irelend during
the past week, showing that agrarianism is
still nochecked ; that process-servers are at-
tacked as they were previous to the enforce-
ment of the Protection Bill, and that sheriffs
and bailiffs find no stock and get no remt,
gags:—« Coercion bas hardly done what was
promiged. On the contrary, it is quite failing
to do it. Criticisms or the Land Bill in-
creass. Omne set ot critice point out that as
the tonants’ interests must be deducted before
the rent is agsessed, this arrangement will re.
duce the valuetio the landlord by one-third.
In cases where estates are encumbered land-
lords may be forced 1o sell out or accept
bankruptey. It is likewise urged that us
the Land Commission cannot purchase pro-
perty until the tenants agree upon a price,
tenants may be in no hurry to decide upon
one, knowing that if they let the landlords
simmer in tbeir difficulties, the estate may
pass to them for a mere trifle. Another set
of critics consider the landlord to be little
better than an apnuitsnt. Competition will
algo arise for newly created tenauts’ interest
which is beld to be really so much plunder
from the landiords, The present tenants are
likely to sell their interest in the hope of
getting ready money. A pew race of ten-
ants will then spring up who will have past-
ed with their working capital in purchasing
a preliminary interest. The answer to
these objections is that the equitable powers
granted the Commisgion are extensive and
may cover these csses of supposed in-
justice. The most serious practical object-
tion to the Bill seems to be that it will en-
cournge much litigation, Law journals an-
ticipate that much of the effects of landlords
and tenants will pass tolawyers. An obstinate
fight on the Bill is expected ir. Committee on
it. It is certnin to pase the House of Com-
mons,

Dunnin, April 18.—Dillon, addressing a
mesting at Ksnturk, Oounty Cork, to-day said
Itish farmers were agreed that unless Radical
changes were made in the Land Bill in Com-
mittee of the House of Commeona it wonld be
theduty of Irish members to reject it with
contempt.

KewcasTLE, April 17.—An anti-ceercion
demoustration was held on the town mcor
to-day, 15,000 being present. Parnell, addres-
ging the assemblage, said the Land Bill ie a
very wide measars, but marred by wmany
serious defects. He especially condemned
the emigration clauses, which he sald must
be struck out. The Blll must protect small
equally with large tenants. Proper provisien
must be made for tenants in grrears, through
the rent beipg rackrent. Resolutions were
paseed deprecating coercion, and demanding
that evictions be stopped.

Dusriy, April 14.—The Land Bill is re-
garded as & miserable failure by every true
man in the Land League.

It will be repudiated by the people.

This Bill is the lust effort of the enemies of
honest industry to boister up a condemned
systom.

At a conference of the Land League, on
Tuesday, the Government Land Bill was th-
subject of the discumsiomn. Parnell presided.
Reprosentatives from every county in Ireland
were present. Parnell said that the bill ad-
mitted the existence of rack-renting, evic-
tions, and landlord oppression, and ac-

change; but it did not provide means that
would effectually change sll this.

He refurred to Gladstone's staternent that
the Government ought to congratutate itself
oun thegradual disappearance of the small hold-
ers of land. Such, howewver, was not the view
of the Land League,

The major'ty of the people condemn the
provisions by whick bolders under existiog
lenses are debarred of the benefits of the
bill. These are penal leases; which bave
been forced upon the tonants, and do not de-
serve to be catled contracts.

O’ Doberty, of Londonderry, on behalf of
Ulster, showed that Ulster would suoffer, and
not gaip, by the adoption of such a measure.
Fattier Sheehy, on behalt ot Munster, said
tbe bill had not met the requirements of the
Land League ; the Land League, therefore,
should refuse to accept it. If it were passed,
and if it conferred additional power on the
people, the people should use that power to
kill the system.

Lalor, on bebalf of Leinster, pointed out
thut the bill was specially framed against the
fnterests of the laborers, who had mude this
movement—who were ever first in the battles
for their country’s rights.

Louden, on behalf of Connaught, was em-
phatic In his rejection of the bill. He aaid:
w1f I were to say one word in favor of muhis
bill 1 wmight as well never present myself in
the West again. Popular sentiment i over-
whelmingily agaiust it. Conscious that she was
the first ot the provinces to raise the banner of
resistance to landlord tyranny, the West will
accept no half-way measure. She is deter-
mined to carry on the war until Laudlordiem
is levelled with the dust !" Mr. Louden re.
pudiated fixity of tenure as laid down in the
bill. ¢« What is wanted,” he said, #is the
fixity of the peoplein the ownership of the
soil.” He counreled the people to continue
the battie for their ipalienabie righta in the
Land League organizstionm, until all that is
vital in fendalism is forever crnshed.

Rev. Mr. Rylett, a Presbyterian minister,
referred to the objects of the Land League
when it was first formed. Hesaid the bill
had In no way met such vbjects ; therefure the
war must go on.

Mr. Rylett paid a tribute to Davitt, the
foundec of the organization, and sald the
Government which he compelled to introduce
a bill on the land question should send a
copy of it to Davitt's cell in Portland prison
in order to have his opinion thereon.

Dillon will not accept tkis bill asan in-
stallment. He declared he would not vote
for it if it should be go declded by tae Land
Lesgue. He said he would vote against
those who might vote for strengthening the
collar round the neck of the Irish temant.
He warned those who were ready to accept
this crumb instead of the whole loaf that
they may be poisoned by the crumb,

jordan of Enniskillen said they should take
off their conts, like men, and. fight 1t out once
for all, and pot be forever begging.

A resolution was passed which is to

the effoct that Gladstone's Lnand Bil},
whilst it appears to provide agalnst
rackrenting and landlord oppression,

LETTER FROM SOUTH AFRICA.

ADVENTURES OF BIR MYLES O'REGAN
