OPINION RE INTERPRETATION OF CLAUSE 14 OF
THE: BILL OF

THE MONTREAL TRAMWAYS COMPANY.

(Published by order of the Council)

Montreal, 27th March, 1911.

Law Department,
To the City Clerk:

Sir:—Having been requested by resolution of Council
under date of 20th March inst., to transmit to you, in
writing, the verbal opinion  which I was called upon to
give to the Council, at its meeting of the 13th of the same
month, concerning the interpretation to be given to Clause
14 of the Bill of the Montreal Tramways Co., as proposed
by Ald. Lapointe, seconded by Ald. O'Connell, in lieu of"
the same clause 14 contained in the said Company’s Bill,
adopted by the Railway Committee of the Legislative As-
sembly, I beg to report that the statement I then made was
substantially as follows:— .

“Interpreting insolatedly clause 14, which has just been
“gubmitted to me, I am of opinion that, in the event of
“the Montreal Tramways Co. acquiring the undertaking
“and property of the M. 8. R. Co., of the Montreal Park
“and Island Ry. Co., of the Montreal Treminal Ry. Co. and
“of the Public Service Corporation, as provided in the
“Bill under consideration, the said Company shall have the
“privilege, during a period not exceeding 42 years; from
“the date of the Act, to acquire, construct, equip, main-
“tain and operate, by means of electric power or any
“power other than steam, approved by the Quebec Public
“qTtilities Commission, tramways .in and across the City
“of Montreal, as it now exists and as extended later on.
“But such privilege or franchise is conditional, that is to
“say, subject to a contract to be entered into between the
“City of Montreal and the Company to determine the term
“of the franchise so granted and the other terms and con-
“ditions which the City may deem it advisable to impose.”
