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14. The Council shall, upon the request of any contracting Government
of an exporting country, investigate the possibility of meeting the needs of that
country for wheat storage facilities to maintain in a good state of preservation
such stocks of wheat as may accumulate prior to the coming into force of
Article IV. The Council shall report to the contracting Governments its find-
Ings together with its recommendations.

15. The Council shall at its regular August meeting make and publish, with
such detail as it considers desirable, an estimate of the total volume of inter-
national trade in wheat and flour in the current quota-year and shall from
frl]mlg to time review that estimate and publish such revised estimates as it may

ake.

16. The Council shall publish an annual report on the operation of the
Agreement which shall include a summary of relevant statistics and such other
material as the Council may determine. The Council may authorize the
Publication of such other reports as it considers appropriate. Reports shall
bet published in English and in any other languages that the Council may
étermine. :

17. Pending the establishment of the Executive Committee under
Article VIII, the Council shall itself perform the functions assigned by the
greement to that Committee.
18. The Council may arrange to take over the assets and liabilities of the
Wheat Advisory Committee upon the dissolution of that body on such terms
as may be agreed with it.

Agrricue VIII (Tae Execurive COMMITTEE)

1. The Council shall, when it considers it desirable to do so, establish an
EXecutive Committee which shall work under its general direction.

2. The Chairman of the Executive Committee shall be appointed by the
Coungcil for such period and upon such conditions as it may de’germlne. He
Deed not be a delegate of a contracting Government to the Council or a mem-

Yer of the Committee.

3. The Secretary of the Council shall be the Secretary of the Executive
Committee.

A 4. In addition to the specific duties for which provision is made in this
greement, the Executive Committee shall be charged with the general duty
eeping under review the working of the Agreement and of reporting to the
ouncil from time to time on the manner in which the provisions of the Agree-

ent are being carried out.
5. The Executive Committee may be convened at any time by its Chairman.

m . 6. The decisions of the Executive Committee shall be taken by a simple
&Jority of the total votes held by its members.
