The WEF has some 550 subscribers (or members) 
including several in Canada (The Bank of Montreal, The 
Royal Bank of Canada, The SNC Group, Spar Aerospace, 
Teleglobe Canada, Castor Holdings). The Canadian 
Government is not a subscriber as :nch but it has good 
access-to information about their activi-tics on request 
through its contacts with the WEF numagement in Geneva. 
As a matter of interest, the annual subscription fee is 
approximately SF 10,000; participat:.on fees for 
round-tables ministerial meetings and the Davos Symposium 
are extra.
