JAPAN SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY FUND

The Fund is designed to increase Canadian researchers’ access to Jap-
anese science and technology and research facilities. It will support such
activities as long-term visits and exchanges; short-term researcher vis-
its; bilateral cooperative projects; language training; and joint work-
shops. Applicants to the Fund will be expected to demonstrate that the
proposed activity is part of a broader strategy which has identified Japan
as the most likely source of scientific technical expertise to comple-
ment Canadian expertise. Applicants for short-term visits, in particular,
will be required to show that such a visit is the next logical and neces-
sary step towards development of a collaborative research activity.

The Fund is accessible to Canadian researchers and research institu-
tions from industry, university and government for activity across the
innovative spectrum from basic science through to, and including,
product development.
