3. E-ach St. Party &hall adopt such mnasures as niay be necesaary to establish its

juriadiction over the. offenses it bas establshed in accordance wlth this Convention when

the. al.ged crinlnal la present in its tearlitory and it <Ioes nat extradite suci person ta

another country on the. ground of the. natlonality of the. alleged criminal.

4. 'Mis Convention does not predlude the. application of any cher rule of crliinal

jurisdictlon establsiied by a State Party under its domestic law.
