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The Secratary of State for External Affairs, Mr. Pearson,
announced today that the Government of Canada had made arrange-
ments to use part of the blocked balances standing to its eredit
in France and The Netherlands to provide Fellowships and Scholar-
ships for Canadlans to study in those countri~s, It is hoped
that the plan will be extended later to include Italy.

The nomination of candidates will bs the responsibility
of the Royal Society of Canada which will =stsllish appropriate
selaction committees. Candidates, whather for fellarships or
for scholarships, should apply to the Awards Committes, Royal
Soclety of Canada, National Research Building, Ottawa. All
applications should be submitted bafore Ssptember 1 next. The
National Research Council and the Department of External Affairs
will provide facilities to deal with problems of foreign travel
and for payments from blockesd currency accounts.

The awards will be of two kinds:

(a) FELLOWSHIPS of a value of $4,000 for twelve months will be
awarded for advanced study in tha arts, humanities, social sclences,
sclences and profassions. In addition, travel expenses both ways
from a North Amsrican port will be provided from the blocked
currencieas, Candidates must be ovar thirty years of age and

must already have establishad raputations in their field of

study, their art or profession.

FELLOWS will not bs requirad to register at any institu-
tion or school, but must submit a precise plan of the resaarch
or advanc~d work in thelr art or profession. The purpose of
the Fellowships is to glive Canadian men or women of proven
ability an opportunity to spend a year abroad, devoting their
time to whatevar programmas will ba of most benafit to them and
to this country. In exceptional circumstancas, Fellowships may
ba renewed for not more than one year.

(b) SCHOLARSHIPS of a value-of 2,000 for twelve months are
intended for advanced students in the humani tias, social sciences
and sciences, Applicants must have raceived a Mastar of Apts
degree or its aquivalent from a univarsity of recognized standing.
Travel expenses both ways from a North Amarican port will also

be paid. Candidates will be required to supply an outline of

the coursas they propose to follow and they must undertake to
bncoma enrolled at an aducational institution of recogniz-d
standing. '

Tha purpose of the Scholarships and Fellowships is to
nuable Canadian students of exceptional promlise to work towards
a higher degree in France or The Nertharlands.
