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~ Thesecond session of consultations between Canada and the
Association of South East Asian Nations (ASEAN) was held in Ottawa
October 31 - November 1, 1977 . The first session was held in Manila
in Feburary of 1977 . The purpose of the meeting was to continue
discussion of economic cooperation between Canada and ASEAN, and
to exchange views on issues of mutual interest .
