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Mr. Rinfret then, by leave of the House, presented a Bill, No. 33, An Act
to amend the Public Printing and Stationery Act, which was read the first
time, and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the House.

The House went into Committee of the Whole to consider a proposed
Resolution to authorize the payment of $75,000 per year to the National Battle-
fields Commission.

(In the Committee.)

The following Resolution was adopted:—

Resolved, That the Minister of Finance be authorized to pay to the National
Battlefields Commission the sum of seventy-five thousand doliars a year for a
period not exceeding ten years from the first day of April, 1928, to be expended
by the Commission for the purposes of and subject to the provisions of the
Act respecting the National Battlefields at Quebec.

Resolution to be reported.

The said Resolution was reported, read the second time and concurred in.

Mr. Robb then, by leave of the House, presented a Bill, No. 34, An Act to
amend an Act respecting the National Battlefields at Quebec, which was read
the first time, and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the House.

The House went into Committee of the Whole to consider a proposed
Resolution to authorize the raising, by way of loan, of certain sums of money
for the public service.
