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Sir WILFRID LAURIER: Undoubtedly,
but hie would have the privilege to speak.

Sir WILFRID) LAURIER:, May I ask the
Minister of Public Works as te a matter
which is of special interest to the citizens of
Ottawa. I have not been in Majors 11i1i
park for some years, but 1 have been in-
formed that it is insufficiently lighted. Is
it the intention of the minister to have more
lights placed in the park?

Mr. ROGERS: The matter was mention-
ed in the department the other day, and a
report is to be made. I shall be glad to
inform miy right hon. friend what conclu-
sion bas been arrived at.

Sir WILFRID LAURIER: Canl the min-
ister tell me whether or not Major's Hill
Park at the preseflt time is reserved ex-
clusively for pedestrian, or whether it is
open to vehicular traffic?

KITSILANO INDIAN RESERVE.

Hon. FRANK OLIVER (Edmonton) asked
for leave to move the adjournment of the
House for the purpose of discussing a definite
matter of urgent public importance, being the
purchase by the Government of British
Columbia of the Kitsilano Indian Reserve,
on Tuesday, April 8, and the removal of
the Indians from that reserve on Thursday,
April 10, without the knowledge or consent
of the Dominion Government, as shown by
the reply given on Monday last to an in-
quiry as to the same.

And leave having been granted:
He said: In order that the House may

the facts as stated should be brought to
the attention of the House, and the country,
and the Government. Without criticising,.

of difference between the answer to thé-
question and the statements in the press
which certainly calis for consideration andl,
explanation. I find in the Daily Colonist,
Victoria, B.C., Wednesday, April 9, a des-
patch froin Vancouver dated April 8, the
purport of which despatch is that Attorney-
General Bowser at Astley's Hall, said that
over a quarter of a million dollars, divided
into twenty separate payments of eleven
thousand dollars each, had been paîd by
the provincial Government to Indians for
the purchase of the Kitsilano reserve of
eighty acres; that the sale was made-
through the Bank of Commerce and the.
Indians were to vacate their reserve. lai
the Daily News Advertiser of Vanc.iuver.
Âpril 9, I find this statement:

This is a good purchase for the province-
whjch acquires a complets titie to eighty
acres of land at moderate cost. But it is not
a bad sale for the Indians, whose titie wam.
subject to a reversionary intereet, and vii..
could not have sold to private parties for the-
price of freehold property.
