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Mr. CRERAR: I am not at ail clear
what my right bion. friend is quoting frein.
Will be kindly inform me?

Mr. >MEIGHEN: As I stated, I am
quoting froin a Canadian Press despatch
fromn Calgary the statement made there
by the present hion. member for Medicine
Hat as ta the occurrences that took place
in the city of Saskatoon on the occasion
when the hon. mamber lfor Marquette met
bis followars there.

Sa wa will expect to-night when the
leader of the Governinant speaks that bie
will for the first tume take us into bis con-
fidence and frankly and fairly tell us what
the teris of those negotiations were,
whather hie only offered 'the hon. membar
for Marquette and the other Progressive
leaders inducements ta came over ta his
party and enter bis Government as mem-
bers of bis party, or wbether on tbe othar
hand hie did what the bon. member for
Medicina Hat in detail declares bie did,
and what ahl the circumstancas of the case
would laad us ta believe was actually tha
fact-wbaether hie offered ternis for a coali-
tion of 'another party witb bis own in
ordar that hie migbt bave the numerical
strengtb bie dasires for the conduct of
affairs in this House.

Now, I have passad fram, one article ta
the othar as the subject is remotely re-
ferred ta in this Speech from. the Tbrone.
There is not enougb of legislatian pro-
posed in this document to occupy much of
the time of Parliament. There is not
indeed enaugh foreshadowed in this Speech
froin the Throne ta caver as mucb work
as the late Government, wben tbey were in
office and when immense work had ta be
donc, disposad af in a day or at mast in a
week. Ahl that is hera foresbadowed can be
dealt with in a very short time indeed.

Oh! I note one omission. I wonder
if it has not occurrad ta bon. members.
Are you aware, Mr. Speaker, that there is
no announcement whatever in the Speech
fromn the Throne that rasponsible Govern-
ment bas been restared in Canada; no
daclaration ta an anxiaus public that aur
emaciated and mutilated constitution bas
been resurrected and rebabilitated to its
pristina inteégrity? Wby, even the hon.
member for Nortb Winnipeg was im-
pressed by the protestations of the present
Prime Minister in the alectian contest on
that .ubject. Look, hie says, at the Speech
froin tbe Throne. Are we not actually
told that the treaties into wbich Canada
bas antared at Washington are going ta

be submitted ta Parliament? What a con-
cession ta democracy! What a vindication
of Parliamentary practice! What a res-
toration of the rights of the people! Well,
were treaties neyer brought to Parliament
before for ratification? Were treaties ever
accepted, save only when there was no
possible 'way of avoiding it and in
cases of virtually ýno consequence, ex-
cept after those treaties were brought
before this Parliament and ratified?
The late government always did it. But
the membér for North Winnipeg says:
Order in Council government is gone.

Some hon. MEMBERS: Hear, hear.

Mr. MEIGHEN: Order in Council gov-
ernment is gone; "Hear, hear" say hon.
gentlemen opposite. Will the hon, gentle-
man tell us when hie speaks how many
Orders in Council hie has passed since bie
attained office two months ago? Will hie
tell us anything his Government has done
save by Order in Council? Does the hon.
gentleman have in bis mind Orders in
Council passed by the late administration
in unnecessary anticipation of the will of
Parliament, subject ta ratification-orders
that hae believes should not have been
passed? Let him namne one and I will
undertake naw-yes, if hae will permit me,
I will do it before this debate is over,'
though I have not the right ta speak twice
-ta name him ana passed in bis two
months of office that offends more in that
respect than any off ence ha can even
attributa ta any Ordar in Council passed
by the late administration. I will under-
take ta name him Orders in Council that
not only unnecessarily transcand the
'.pawars given this Glove;rnment by the
Parliament of Canada but that in my judg-
ment, transcend even the powers of Parlia-
ment itself. Tha hon. gentleman bas laid
on the Table some of the Orders In
Council that hae has passed. He lias
laid on the Table Orders in Council
that do not even pretend ta ba within
the poiwers of the Government. :1
am free to say tbat there came times
when a government must, in the dis-
charge of its bounden and inescapable
duty, take courses in anticipation of the
will of Parliament. This Government bas
taken those courses, but the most extreme
exercisa of Order in Council government
that this or any Parliament bas ever
witnessed bas been that indulged in by the
very gentlemen who sit opposite us now,
led by him who mada it bis boast on every
platform-and an easy bonst it was; it
