There
is only an apparent decrease in 1927-28, due
to the fact that there was an increase of
$2,750 included in the esimates for 1926-27,
to cover a similar amount remaining unpaid
from the year 1925-26, due to the fact that
the steamship company sent in their
subsidy claim for the last quarter of their
contract after the books of the Auditor Gen-
eral had closed for 1925-26. This amount,
therefore, had to be paid out of 1926-27 funds
and provision made therefor in the estimates.
