AGREEMENTS WITli PROVINCES RESPECTINO
MEASIJBES TO RELIEVE DISTRESS

Hon. W. A. GORDON (Minister of La-
bour) 'moved th-at the bouse go into coin-
mittee at the niext sitting ta consider the
following proposed resolution:

That it is expedient ta bring in a measure
ta aýuthorize the governor in cauncil ta enter
into agreements witb ail or any of the prov-
inces respecting relief measures in such prov-
ince or provinces; and ta pay out of the
consolidated revenue fund sucb sums as in his
discretian may be re uired ta meet the obliga-
tions created by sucluagreements; ta provide
for special requirements in the national parks
and in the drougbt stricken areas of the prov-
ince of Saskatoewan; ta assist in defraying
the cost af the sale and distribution of produets
oi field, farm, sea, river and mine; ta loan
money ta any province on sucb terrms as may
be agreed upon and ta guarantee the repayment
of moneys borrawed by such province and ta
assist any province in any way that may be
deemed necessary or advisabae ta provide for
the relief of distress and the support and main-
tenance ai thase reqliiring assistance, and ta
Iaan money ta and guarantee tbe paymient af
money ta any public corporation or undertaking.

He said: Ris Excellency tbe Governor
General, baving been made acquainted wi.th
the subject inatter of tbis resolution, recom-
m-ends it ta the favaurable consideration of
the bouse.
