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owners. The autumn direct lending program
to builders and home owners is proceeding at
a fast pace in the Peterborough district as
well as in other parts of Canada.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. It seems to me
the minister is now making a statement.
Perhaps his answer is a little too detailed for
the circumstances.

Mr. Nicholson: Mr. Speaker, may I say
with respect that the last part of my answer
is directly relevant to the question asked
yesterday. Do not forget that a further ques-
tion was put to me this morning. May I
finish this last part of my answer to yester-
day’s question?

Under the present circumstances it is not
possible for the corporation to accept further
applications for speculative loans from mer-
chant builders in the Peterborough district,
but funds are available to take care of the
needs of home owner applicants in the area.

Mr. Pugh: This is a supplementary ques-
tion, Mr. Speaker. I can take it then that I
have not been reliably informed by one or
two builders in each area that loans for home
owners have now been cut off in Penticton
and Kelowna?

Mr. Nicholson: Mr. Speaker, I will have to
take that question as notice.

Mr. Thomas M. Bell (Saint John-Albert):
On a supplementary, Mr. Speaker, will the
minister make available similar figures for the
maritimes in whatever is the appropriate way?

Mr. Nicholson: I will be glad to do so. I
might also say that according to my informa-
tion the maritimes are also ahead of last year.

Mr. Chatterton: In view of the shortage of
private money for building, would the minis-
ter consider increasing the amount available
for direct loans?

Mr. Nicholson: Mr. Speaker, the matter is
under constant study.
