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this business is over with, we must

expect to be deprived of many of

our comforts and most of our pleas-

ures. We must be prepared to ac-

cept without grumbling the imposi-

tion of very burdensome taxes. We

must be prepared to make count-

less personal sacrifices, to submit to

innumerable annoying restrictions.

We must expect months of discour-

agement and heart-breaking anxiety

and gloom. We must gird ourselves

for those dark days when the lists of

the wounded and the dead begin to

come in. For such will be the price

of victory.

The surest way to bring about an

early peace is to convince Germany,

beyond the possibility of misunder-

standing, that we stand behmd the

Government to the last cent in our
