Mr. Justice Monet, who heard argu-
ments on both sides of the question,
was strugk by the admitted fact that,
while the order-in-council of April 20
referring to the cancelation of exemp-
tions was approved by parliament, the
order of April 30 regarding ha
corpus was not so approved, altho
parliament was in session at the time,

“This, to my mind, is very impor-
tant,” remarked the judge. “It raises
the whole "question of constitutional-
ity again, and may mean that the
judgment of the supreme court does
not apply to the point as regards
habeas corpus” -

Mr, P. B. Mignault, K.C., counsel
for the minister of justice, replied by
quoting from the report of ‘the
supreme court, judgment to the effect
that the resolution of both houses of
parliament approving the order-in-
council of April 20, did not add any-
thing to its legal force as an enact-
ment, that it would have been equally
valid without parliament’s sanction.
Therefore, counsel said, the order-in-
council of April 30 relative to habeas
corpus was equally valid. The same
reasoning as was applied in the
supreme court judgment to the one
order, it was insisted, should he ap-
plied to the order as to habeas cor-
pus., Judgment in the matter was ye-
served by Justice Monet.

Besides the allies . have
mafle considerable strides northeast-
ward from Chateau Thierry and have
passed well beyond the fmportant
Soissons-Chateau Thierry road and
other highways connecting with the
Marne. The French, besides, have
thrown further large forces across the
Marne and are hurrying forward their
preparations for another big effort to
pry the Germans from their grip on
sections of the Marne northeast of
Dormans.

sequently unprepared for. One reason
for theallies increasing their pressure
against the German flanks at Rheims
and Soissons at considerable expense
to themselves, is that they want to
hurry the German retirement from the
south =0 as to increase the confusion.
The more the confusion, the better are
the allied chances of ereating a break
up of the German milltary organiza-
tion. The French are preparing for
taking advantage of a German catas-
trophe. .

As the allied pressure continues
strong against the German flanks from
Soissons and Rheims, the Germans are
hastening their preparations for a fur-
ther retreat, probably to the line of the
Vesle River. Thus the enemy, who had
collected large reserves and had given
them special food. prolonged training,
and special fortification for their
morale for his offensive and campaign
against Paris, is thrown completely on
the defensive. Instead of forcing sali-
ents against the allies to compel their
further withdrawal, the German higher
command has forced at least one sali-
ent against itself and bas dug a pit
for its own disaster.

The
scene®® at these wickets, five_in
number, proved the genuineness of
the general disorganization caused by
the strike. In many instances men
and girls waited for their packets
more than two hours, and in two or
three instanceg left the scene in-dis-
gust. Again and again men and wom-
en came up to ask Inspector Geddes
or one of the other officers where he or
she could get the mail,

There were as many as two hun-
dred and fifty men, women and boys
 waiting at the wickets at half past
two, and nearly as many at four
o'clock. sAt five o'clock the number
became less,

All those who desired mail had to
procure either cards of identification,
registration cards or written requests
for mail.

At noon the crowd was merry and
patient; at two o'clock it was per-
spiring and rather impatient, and at
four o’clock many people scrapped for
first place in' good-humored rivalry.
But at no time was a single criticism
of the letter carrfers made. There
were five wickets at  the Lombard
street entrance 4o the postoffice, and
the clerks were kept exceeding
busy.
