Rallies After Drop.
Public Interest is being diverted 

from the silver to the gold stocks; tit 
least, such is the conclusion th£t 
might be drawn from the trend of 
affairs on the Standard Exchange 
yesterday. It is true that Ophir and 
Adanac continued the most active is­
sues on the board, but the striking 
advances of the day were made by 
Schumacher and Preston of the gold 
group, and the trading in the Porcu­
pines was pread out so as to take in a 
number of issues which seldom -dis­
play animation unless a fairly broad 
buying movement is under way. There 
was some profit-taking here, and 
there causing recessions In- a few 
stocks, but other issues tended toward 
higher levels, particularly the Porcu­
pines. The orderly advance which has 
been in progress is preferred by most 
brokers to a runaway bull market 
which, if past experience is a reliable 
guide, might be expected to have 
more or less disturbing after-effects. 
The backing and filling process is 
getting the market into a strong 
technical position.

Schumacher, which sold last year 
as low as 16, but has been persistent­
ly climbing for some time, rose quick­
ly to 45 yesterday, a gain of four 
points over Tuesday’s closing. It is 
reported, on apparently good author­
ity, that an offer has been made for 
control of the property which- is soon 
to be reopened, according to semi­
official advices. Thev Schumacher is 
well situated, and its prospects when 
reworked are believed to be excellent. 
Preston, which has been long in ob­
scurity, but for which a good inquiry 
has developed this week, was bought 
yesterday to the extent of 47,000 
shares. Opening at 5. the price moved 
up to 6, and the closing at 5 7-8 and 
11-8 above the Tuesday level. The 
buying is regarded as of the inspired 
order, and is accompanied by rumors 
of an impending amalgamation of 
properties in the neighborhood. Keora. 
took a fresh spurt after its resting 
spell, touching 17, and closing at 16, 
a net gain of 11-2. With funds in 
sight to develop this property, the 
stock promises to be considerable of 
a factor in the màrket. Davidson 
sold up a point to 60, Hollinger re­
covered its recent five-point loss by 
seeing at 6.20, Porcupine Crown was 
up 3-4 at 32, and Teck-Hughes a 
point up at 29. Dome was easier at 
121, while in New York the price fell 
back to 11.50, as compared with 12 
the day before. The drop was ap­
parently merely a reflection of the
