OUTLINE OF SUGGESTED RECON-
STRUCTION.

1. The powers of the crown jin respect'
1o the control and management of the uni-
versity should be vested in a board of
gevernors, chosen by the lieutenant-gov-

2. The senate, with its legislative and
executive powers and based upon . the
prirciple of representation of the federated
and affiliated institutions-and the faculties
and graduates, should direct the ucademic
interests of the university. :

6. There should be created a caput or
advisory committee, having authority in
cortzin’ matters qof university discipline,
wkich may act as advisory to the presi-

ent.

7. The office of chancellor should be re-
taired, 'its ‘occupant to be elected by the
graduates and to preside over convocation
and confer. degrees.

8. The office of vice-chancellor should no
longer exist, its functions and daties being
trarsferred, in certain respects, to the

rcsident.
. 9. iThe office of president should be

clothed with additional powers, making its
occupant in fact as well as in name the
chief executive officer of the university.

The report of the royal commission
appointed by the Ontario government
on Oct. 3, 1905, to enquire into the pre-
‘sent condition and needs -of Toronto
University was laid on the table of the
legislature by the provincial secretary
yesterday. It is a comprehensive docu-
ment, comprising sixty printed pages.
In addition to the report, a draft bill,
embodying suggesteq Tmprovements dn-
the system of university management
has been handed to the government,
and if the report meets with the appro-
val of the cabinet the bill will be given
to the house in the shape of a govern-
ment ‘measure. The commission issued
in October last authorized J. W, Fla-
velle, Dr., Goldwin Smith, Sir W. R.
Meredith, B. E. Walker, Rev, Canon
Cody, Rev. D, B. Macdonald and A, H,
U. Colquhoun « (secretary) to report
upon:

A scheme for the management and
government of the university; a scheme
for the management and government of
University College; the gdvisability of
the incorporation of the School of Prac-:
tical Science with the University of
Toronto; such changes as should be
brought about in the relations between

the said University of Torgonto and the
several colleges affiliated or federated

sions of the Federation Act; such sug-
gestions and recommendations arising
out of any of the subjects thus indi-
cated,

Defects of System.

The eommission deals with the defects
fcund in the ‘university system and
makes nine recommendations, Thig is
what the commission says of the defects
in the present system:

“The situation with which the com-
mission is appointed to deal presents
for the reasons we have indicated a
riass of perplexities and anomalies,
The scheme of government now in ex-
istence would never have been deliber-
ately created 'if efficiency of adminis-
tration and of academic interests of
the university had been solely kept in
view. The organization of 1853, modi-
fied by the changes of 1873, was in "it-
self imperfect. The adoption of federa-
tion in 1887, by which the university
became a teaching body with provision
for the grouping of arts colleges around
it was a complete reversal of the con-
ditions under which the University of
London was selected as the model con-
stitution. The various governing bod-
ies have thus been partly a reflex of the
British and partly of the American mod-
els. The university has a chancellor, a
vice-chancellor, and a president, each
with vaguely defined functions. As a
means of perpetuating a divided con-
trol, mo better method can be concely-
ed.  Instead of centralized responsibil~
ity, we have had divided authority.
Upon the effect of this on the prestige
of the university, on the strength and
coherency of its policy, and on the dis-
cipline of its students there is no need
to dwell.

FLOW OF VESOVIOS LAVA
1S WENACE T0 VILLAGERS

-

_Stricken . People—Main Stream
2000 Feet Wide.

Naples, April 6.—The inhabitants ot
the villages in the vicinity of Mount
Vesuvius are in a condition bordering
on panic. Many homes have been aban-
doned for the open air, altho there has
been a thick fog all day, and the at-
mosphere has been dense with volcanic
ashes and the fumes of subterranean

fires. The churches are crowded day
and night with persong praying for de-
liverance from an impending peril,mani-
festationg of which are heard and felt
in explosions which resemble a heavy
canponading, and in the tremblings of
the "earth which are constantly recur-
ring. ¢ B

from Vesuvius is 2000 feet wide, and it
advances at times at the rate of 21 feet
a ‘minute,  thé intense heat destroying
vegetation before the stream reaci#¥s it.
The peasants of Portici, at the west foot
of Vesuvius, cleared thejr grounds, of
vineyards and trees in the effort to
lessen the danger from fire, and resisted
the progress of the lava to their utmost.
The population of Boscotrecase, on the
southern declivity of the mountain, has
sought safety in flight, and Boscoreal,
to the eastward, also is threatened. _

Women of this village, weeping with
fright, carried a statue: of St. Anne!
as near as they could go to the flow-|
ing lava, imploring a miracle to stay the
advance of the consuming stream,

The cemetery at Boscotrecase has been
invaded by lava, i

The scene at night is one of mingled
grandeur and horror, as from the sum-
mit of Vesuvius there leaps a column
of fire fully 1000 feet in height and the
glare lighting the sky and sea for many
miles. Occasionally great masses of
white hot stone,someweighing as much
as a ton, are ejected from the crater.

The Village of Torre Del Greco, which
has been eight times destroyed, and as
often rebuilt, again is threatened, and
the inhabitants are in extreme terror.

Signor Mattéucei, director of the ob-
servatory, is working indefatigably. He
had military engineers establish tele-
phonic connection between the observa-
tory and points within the voclanic ‘ac-
tivity. The director to-night said ta
the Associated Press that altho the
eruption presented a grave menace, he
did not believe it would reach the vil-
lages.

Indeed, he said, the present volcanic
activity was net altogether unmixed!
with good, for if it had not come to|
pass a violent and sudden efuption,
having a far wider radius, might have
occurred.

ARRESTED FOR MURDER.

Former Inmate of Ahern Household
Suspected of Assaulting Girl.

Montreal, April 6.—(Special.)—Rauel
Bradley, a former inmate of the Ahern
household, but who was sent away be-

cause he failed- to pay his board, was
arrested this evening, charged with the
murder of little Ida Ahern,

The victim’s father says Bra.dley act-
ed strange at all; times. He had been
drinking hard, and his appearance tal-
lies with the man seen with the child
the day of the murder.’

The prisoner refused to look Ahern in
thﬁ face when the latter went into the
cell,

Medical evidence at the inquest shows
that the infant had not been killed by
strangulation, as wasat first suppos-
ed. Dr. Dugas, who performed the au-
topsy, stated that there was no mark
upon the body indicating violence suffi-
cient to cause death, and in his opin-
ion she. either died from fright anq ner-
vous sho¢k or from exposure.

It was evident from the condition of
the body that a frightful outrage had
been attempted upon her, and Dr. Dugas
thought it likely that she fainted and
left lying naked in the woods had
speedily died.

More - Municipalities That Enter
the Better For All—Recom-

.P.. W. Ellis- of  Toronto,* vice-chair-
man- of the municipal power commis-
sion, gave an address at:a board .of
trade luncheon yesterday before a large
and interested gathering. Peleg How-
land presided, and in the course of'a
feW opéning remarks said that the
board of trade would‘support any good
measure for:the solution of the power

problem. . The greatest ‘difficulties per-
haps arose ‘from thes#act 'that there
were “ franchises *, dlready - granted.
Those . corporations! that had . these
franchises would haye to be dealt with
fairly. But he belfeved the - problem
was capable of solution and that it
should be tackled without delay.

Mr. Ellis spoke in optimistic vein. |
He incidentally  paid tribute to the
active work of Frank Spence, the then
chairman of. the -electrical - committee
of ' the city council, at’ the time the
Scheme was mooted, and also of then
Mayor ‘Urquhart and the members of
the board of control.

Commercial success, not to speak of
commercial supremacy, depended, said
Mr. Ellis, upon controlling ‘to the ut-
nost degree possible the cost of every
element that entered into the produc-:
tion and distribution -of commercial
wares. He hoped that the initial !n-
terest would be followed by a well~
organized jeducdtive campaign, design-
ed to indlre at the question be
thoroly eltteidated, by free and full dis-
cussion, toithe public at' large.

The “Cardinal 'Facts.

The cardinal facts of the present
situatjon he described as ‘simple but
important.© Seven municipalities had
subscribed a sum of $15,000 to pay the
cost of an enquiry. After exhaustive
investigation the commissioners ~had
reported, indicating that great and un-
expected benefits wil] be derived from
an independent municipal development
of power,

Their - recommendations “were based
upon the perception of two governing
facts. “First, power may be delivered
to consumers at cheaper prices under
an independent municipal development
than are obtained otherwise. If the
provincial government had undertaken
to carry out a new and independent
bower generation, . transmission and
distribution scheme, there was no rea-
son to suppose. that the resultant scale
of prices would not be quite as low
as those which the commissioners re-
port possible.

The More the Merrier.

The other governing fact affecting
the commissioners’ conclusions was
that the larger the quantity of power
generated and transmitted the lower
the cost per unit. Therefore, if all
