Then I1r was referred
to the Deputy Minister or the head clerk
of the same department, afterwards to the
Minister in charge and then to the Assist-
ant Treasurer.

He stigmatized the act
ment in putting North Tgronto into West
York as an attempt to errymander the
constituency so as to return a Reformer.
This having proven unsuccessful it aad
been said that it would be placed in East
York; but he had dared the Government
to make the change.

In answer to a query from the audience,

With representatives on this
board from the High schools, Public schools,
Collegiate Institutes, ,universities and the
Government, the control of a stable curri-
clum and the appointment of inspectors and
examiners would be free and irrespective of
party politics. He discussed the cost of
school books, the timber policy of the Gov-
ernment and also answered the many ques-
tions previous speakers had propounded.
