SUPREME GOURT JUDGMENTS.

The Highest Tribunal fn the Land
Has Given Decision in &
{ Number of Cases.

Ottawa, Dee, 14.—The Supreme Court to-
day gave the following judgments: .

Hardy Lumber Co. v. Pltkert River Im-
provement Co., dismissed with costs; Ro-
berts v. Hawkins, allowed with costs to
the plaintiff in all courts. Judgment was
prepared by Justice Girouard, in which all
concurred. - Ascot v, Compton, and Lennox-
ville v. Compton, two appeals being tried
together, dismissed with costs; Common V.
McArthur, aliowed with costs, and judg-
ment of the Etrgmor Court of Quebec ve-
stored; Colling’ Bay Rafting Co. v. Kalne,
dismissed with costs, Justice Glrouard and
Sedgwick dissenting; Deschamps v. Bury,
appeal dismissed - with costs, judgment be-
ing prepared by Justice Taschereau; Cole V.
Pope, ‘a British Columbia appeal, dismissed
with costs; this Is a dispute over a mining
property:. West v. Benjamin, appeal allow-
ed with costs; Byron v. Tremaine, an ap-
peal from the Nova Scotla Supreme Court,
which was dismissed with costs..
