Two Were Taken to the Hospital
After Blaze in Gunn's Pro-
duce Warehouse.

FOUGHT THE FIRE HEROICALLY

And Succeeded in Preventing Ity

Fire wrought considerable damage
to the contents of D. Gunn Bros. &
Co.’s extensive premises at 76-80 East
Frontastreet Yesterday miorning. It
was discovered by Mr. John Ryan,
who was going to his produce ware-
house at 39 West Market-street about
10.15 o'clock. He ran to box 4 at
Church and Front-streets and turned
in an alarm, which brought all the
fire-fighting ‘apparatus of the down-
town district to the premises.

The fire entailed a lot of hard work
on the part of the firemen, five mem-
bers of the brigade being overcome by
the smoke. One man is still in the
hospital. Chiet Thompson ‘declared
last night that there was not one of
his' men who was engaged in the work
of subduing the fire who did not guf-

fer from the effects of inbaling the
smoke,

The fire started from the furnace
underneath the hot water boiler on the

first floor. The bricks became over-
heated and the fire smouldered in the
sawdust packed in the flooring to pre-
vent the escape of heat to an impro-
vised cold storage apartment in the
basement. Dense smoke was issuing
from open windows on the upper floors
when the firemen arrived, and Chief
Thompson refused to allow any water
to be turned into the building until the
exact spot where the fire had origi-
nated could be located. This work,
owing to the dense smoke, occupied
nearly an hour, and the firemen were
rewarded for their trouble by putting
the fire out with the use of chemicals.
1The only damage done to the build-
Ing was when the firemen cut a hole
in the flooring around the furnace to
allow them to get at the seat of the
fire. Firemen who worked in the base-
ment did so at great risk to their
lives, as it was feared that the furn-
ace, owing to the joists in the floor-
ing underneath it having been burned
away, might crash thru and result in
an explosion. . Firemen H. Clarke and
O. Poole of the Lombard-street section,
Jack Hughes and Alfred Gates of the
Bay-street fire hall were overcome in-
side of the building and were carried
out by their comrades. Clarke and
Poole revived rapidly, but it was found
necessary to remove Gaies and Hughes
to the Emergency Hospital, The latter
had. recovered sufficiently to be able

"to leave in a few hours, but it was

deemed advisable to keep Gates, who
is in a very weak condition. Foreman
Frank Forsyth of the Bay-street sec-
tion. who also suffered from the ef-
fects of the smoke, managed to reach
the street unaided, but fell unconscious
on the sidewalk. Chief Thompson gave
him ' some stimulants, and Forsyth
was able to resume work in a short
time,

The building, which is a three-storey
brick structure, {s owned by the occu-
pants. There was a large stock of
ham, bacon, eggs, butter and lard in
the premises when the fire was dis-
covered. Mr. Andrew Gunn, a mem-
ber of the firm, said it would be im-
possible for him to estimate the amount
of the damage, but observed that it
was a serious loss. The building and

“contents were insured, the latter, it is

understood, to the extent of about $40,-
000, divided among local companies.
The same premises were visited by fire
about three years ago, but at that
time the damage amounted to but $200.
