Among
the ten or so new 2:10 trotters there
is not a single entire horse, the major-
ity being mares, as usual. The usual
explanation for the dearth of fast stal-
llons Is their greater difficulty to train,
and of course the supposition that
many were gelded when too young for
their later class to be detected. It is
better for the interests of the industry
to have a scarcity of low-record stal-
lions than to have the country flooded
with poor entire animals whose proper
pphere is the grocery wagon. It 1s in-
teresting to note that while on the
trotting turf the supremacy of the
mares-is complete, on the running turt
stallions have the call. It is likely that
the explanation of this apparent para-
dox lies in the essential difference of
the two gaits, one being natural, and
the greater determination and fire of
stallions being given free play, and the
other being artificlal and requiring for
its perfect development more docllity
&and subjection to discipline.
