Rev. H. H. Bingham Says It Is 
» Not Prepared.

COUNTRY NEEDS FAITH
Pastor Deplores Selection of 

Sunday as Special Prayer 
Day.

BLAMES ELECTION ■ 
TACTICS AS CAUSE 

OF WIDER BREACH
Govt. Supporters’ Campaign 

Fanned Racial Feelings.

QUEBEC HAS DONE WELL
Patriotic Worker Prom Lower 
Province Declares Trouble* 
Makers Hindered War Work.

“There have been many mistakes 
made by the Government which have 
had a tendency to dampen, the spirit 
Of the French'-Cazmdian,” said Madame 
la Violette of Montreal, who was 
decorated at the Kinsman Hall on 
Sunday evening, speaking of conditions 
in Qu<-4iec. One of the greatest, she 
thinks, was the spreading broadcast 
of pamphlets stirring up racial preju­
dices during the late election cam- 

. paign.” There was not a word of truth 
In the stories that were promulgated,

- and they only opened thé breach be­
tween the two races, said Madame la 

. Violette, who declares- that the state­
ment that recruiting has been slow In 
Quebec .is not trite. All the best of the 
families, she says, are represented at 
the front by volunteers xyho enlisted at 
the outbreak of Qie war. h When it was 
announced that there would be a bri­
gade enlisted and sent from Quebec, the 
volunteers poured in and many of them 
were refused at the timq. *

The farmers of that province have 
noVheen told the need of men, and this 
Is the reason they have not sent their 
Sons to the colors. Thejj do not know 
conditions as the farmers -of the other 
provinces know them, because they are 
not in a position to get the facts so 
easily. The French-Canadian has al­
ways ;hecn patriotic, and he will ever 
be so. in the opinion of thLs. mother.

«. Madame la Violette,deplores the feel­
ing of racial -bitterness between the two 
races, which, she thmks, has been a 

•result of the election tactics of the 
•Government supporters. Thq. whole 
campaign was "queer,'' in her opinion. " 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier would have secured 
the men from the Dominion, and Ineze 
wfould" hâve been no racial strife be­
tween the provinces if* he had been 
given the chance. :

Madame ;la Violette is an enthusiastic 
worker in patriotic work, and has or­
ganized a branch of the Daughters of 
the Empire, with a membership of over 
sçuy. As a result of this, other patri­
otic French-Canadian women are tak-»* 
in g hol^* of this, work, and another 
branch of the order has recently been 
opened in Quebec! The Daughters of 
the Empire will soon be represented in 
all the larger towns* and cities.of Que­
bec. This province has jlone nobly, and 
It -would have done much" better if the 
people had not been excited to antipathy 
by the methods of the Government, she 
thinks. She is at present busyt assist­
ing in the"organization for the regis­
tration of the man and woman power in 
that province on1 June 22. She returned 
to her homo todhy, after spending a few 
days at tne home' of Mr. 'and Mrs. 
Gordon Wright, ElmWood avenue.

GOMFERS CONFERS WITH 
TELEGRAPHERS’ HE AIT

Washington, June 3.—S. J. Konen- 
kamp, president of the Commercial 
Telegraphers’ Union, conferred’here to­
day with Samuel Qompers, president of 
the American Federation-of Labor, on 

* calling a telegraphers' strike as a pro­
test against the refusal of the West­
ern Union Telegraph Company to leave 
a settlement of differences, with its 
employees to the Nations! War Labor 
Boa.rd.

Gompers asked Konenkamp to see him
before calling a strike. i

“It may be a surprise to you to know 
that submarine warfare goes back to 
the fifteenth century, but the sub­
marine ^warfare of which I speak goes 
baxrhr to the beginning of human his­
tory,” said Rev. H. H. Bingham in the 
Talbot Street Baptist Church oh Sunday 
niglft, speaking on ‘the topic “Social 
Submarines.”
’ “It» is not the efficiency of German 
submarine "warfare that we condemn, 
but the immorality of it,” said the 
preacher: “Any victory that they
achieve in it is the victory of villainy. 
In submarine warfare there has been 
revealed subtlety, deceit, the love of 
darkness, evil deeds and the breaking 
of all laws of humanity.

“If wè would investigate our moral 
and social surroundings, we would find 
that we live in the midst of hostile 
forces, subtle antagonisms awaiting our 
ruin. Sin threads its way into our 
common life under the- guise of social 
customs and socjal traditions. • We 
fight not agairtstSflesh and blood;- but 
against spiritual wickedness and dia­
bolical cleverness. Treat social sins 
like barbàric submarines, which shatter 
and destroy the noblest in our^hational 
life.
**rWe find ourselves In a strange posi­

tion. Four years ago our armies were 
fighting on the Marne. We had then 
what was called ‘a contemptible little 
army.’ After these years we have pour­
ed our munitions, guns and millions of 
men. The very best of tl*e allied 
nations have been given, and yet to­
day We find ourselves still fighting on 
the Marpe. It is a serious fact, and 
worthy of deep thought. Why have we 
not reached a decision and victory? We 
must remember tnat a 'decided victory 
peace is a tremendous and sacred trust 
tô give to any nation. 'Çhis is a 'world 
war. and a victory peace will mean a 
world reconstruction, Are we ready for 
such a sacred trust? I do not ’believe 
that we are.

“National sins and great social evils 
must be dealt with first. Theto are 
many things still secretly working at 
the very vitals of our moral life to 
destroy us. Immorality is taking away 
.the sanctity of the home, and the holy 
reverence for motherhood has been 
weakened, the noble social ideals-j'are 
being undermined, and social forétss are 
at work breaking down the bulwarks of, 
our national life.

VI venture to assert that,not ond home 
in every ten in our fair city recognizes 
God by the family altar establishéd 
therein}.” said Mr. Bingham. “It is a 
strongfstatement, but it will stand in­
spection. The Bible is not read and 
prayer- is not offered by the head of 
the house in ninertenths of the homps. 
If each professing Christian home es­
tablished the daily family altar we 
would so&n see victory.

“It is surprising to me that our Gov­
ernment is so slow to recognize the 
value of humiliation and prayer in this 
war,” asserted Mr. Bingham. “In de­
claring a day for national prayer they 
have chosen a Sunday—and every Sun­
day now is recognized as a day of 
prayer and communion—and they have 
chosen a Sunday next to a holiday, when 
people will* be thinking of the holiday, 
many away from home.

“What this country needs is faith and 
\courage enough to declare a w^ek-day 

" for national prayer. A day when the 
wheels of commerce will stop for a few 
hours, a day when places of amusement 
will be ordered closed, and the nation 
made to feel Jhat it is worth while to 
seek God in humiliation and prayer. 
God is our first need. Let us give him 
his rightful place, and we will conquer.

“Victory shall be ours,” concluded 
Mr. Bingham, “but we need not feel 
surprised if amid all our gigantic prepa­
rations It is withheld until we can be 
trusted with all its sacred fruits and 
gigantic responsibilities. Let us per- 
pare ourselves for that trust.”.

WANTS RUMANIA PACT 
MODEL FOR PEACE TERMS
London, June 3.—“The peace con­

cluded with Rumania should serve as a 
model for the general peace terms to be 
concluded by the central powers,” says 
the Nachrichten of Munich. “Germartv 
has found a method of making conA 
quered countries share her enormous 
war burdens without actually inflicting 
a crushing war indemnity. This method 
consists in enforcing on them a stipula-, 
tion for preferential treatment to be 
accorded to Germany over a -long 
period so that Germany may be fully 
supplied with, goods she needs.

“In this way Rumania will furnish 
the central powers with wheat and 
petroleum on advantageous terms for 
ninety years. A similar happy solution 
must also be adopted in all peace 
treaties to be concluded in the future.”

Rèv. B. H. Robinson addressed a 
few words of comfort to the mothers 
assembled. “I represent unofficially 
the thurch, and we, as an institution, 
owe much to the mdthers as well as 
the sons.
