He could take it home over
40 m of western roads and feed it
to his cattle. This alternative was not

told him in so many wi , but that
was the inference,” As a consequence
the farmers could not prosper and the
country wes nearly bankrupt.

Conditions Changed.

“Conditions in the west have chanﬁod
as a result of that little meeting. They
decided to orgénize and they have ag-
moplished miracles. They market their
own wheat through their organization.
Proper credit is not given them. It is
largely through their efforts that the
west is prosperous today. What has
been done by the western agriculturist
can be emulated by his eastern brother.

“The get-together movement 1s go
great among the Ontario sons of the
soil that the orgenization which is con-
sidered as the least today will in six
months’ t be the king among soci-
eties in the country, not excepting the
manufacturers and bankers.

“The Government has toadied to these
and similar organizations to the neglect
of the farmers, who have been ignored.
This has been possible because the in-
dividual has no influence with the poli-
ticians, Why, it i8 no secret that the
treasurer of a western province told a
delegation of farmers in his own city
that their demands could not be refused
on account of the strength of their
organization. They were requested to
keep their demands within reason. This
is quite different treatment to that
which is accorded the farmers of On-

tario.
WiH Be Heard.

«We will be heard, however. ‘We must
be judicious, as we are in a peculiar
position. I was pearly arrested,in HEx-
eter for saying that the farmers would
set the heather on fire if they were not
heard.
