STUDENTS KILL BOY
IN MIDNIGHT RIDE;

An Automobile Carrying Princetor
Youths and Three Young Women
Crushes Charles Balligum in. Tren-
ton, : :

Trenton, N. J., April 20.—Three Prince-
ton University students, two senators and
a sophomore, taking two gils and a

tomobile ride in’ this city last night ran
down and killed. Chazles Balligum, a Treu-
ton boy of eighteen years, and barely
missed  killing - Walter Wright, also of
Trenton, who was walking not far ahead
of the victim.

The Princeton ‘men are Corwin Nichols,
owner and driver of the automobile, &
twenty horse power Lambert; Walter C.
Horton and Winfred Adams. Adams is a
sophomere: Nichols is the son of a bank-
er, of Wilmington, Chio, Adams living at
Roanoke, Va., and Horton' “at Corinth,
Miss. Their companions on the trip w>re/
Annie Dancer, Kate Dowling, and Mis.
Martin Fischer, all of this city, and all
less than twenty-three years old.

All were arrested at the time of the ae-
cident and. ave held in bail to await an
investigation of the killing of “

LONDOR AGENT

Montreal, April 21—Quebec. is to have &
resident agent to look after the interests
of the province in London, England. In
the legislature today Premier Gouin intro-
duced a resolution for such appointment,
saying, that though Canada was represent-
ed by Lord Strathcona, & special agent for
Quebec. was desirable in London, and he
suggested a salary of $6,000 a year. The
resolution was adopted. The expenses of
the agent are limited to $5,000 making a
total expenditure of $11,000.

WELL KNOWN WOMAN
SLUM-WORKER DEAD

Boston, April 21—The death at Waver-
ley is announced. of Miss Edith Elizabeth
Marshall, a prominent figure in rescue
work in the slums of great cities.

Miss Marshall was a victim of her own
enthusiastic endeavors, her death being
caused by a breakdown due primarily to
overwork. She was born in London in
1870 and when only 16 years old began
a career of missionary and rescue work
joining the Salvation Army under the di-
rection of General Ballington Booth.

Eight years ago she came to America
end associated herself with Maude Ball-
ington Booth. She raised funds and es
tablished the Welcome House and became
its superintendent. Two years ago a
branch house was opened in Dorchester,
known as the Girls Industrial Home.

MAINE MURDERER
GETS LIFE SENTENCE

Houlton, Me., April 21.—A eentence of
life imprisonment in the state prison was
imposed in the supreme court late to-
day on Juan Robens, alias Jack Roberts,
who at the September term of court at
his second trial on the charge was con-
victed of the murder of J. Edgar Dick-
inson, the Smyrna Mills farmer. Dickin-
son was shot through the head early on
the morning of October 18, 1906, while
standing alone in his kitchen.

The first trial resulted in a disagree-
ment, but at the second trial the state
was successful in its prosecution. Coun-
cel for Robens appealed on exceptions
to a ruling of the presiding judge, but
the appeal was dismissed from the law
court for want of prosecution, the ‘res-
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pondent having decided to take his sen-
tence.
