They give strange ac-
coun’s of the Esquimaux migrating from the Jsiatic
to the Avierican continent and back again, carrying
their boais, made of skins and whalebone, over the
dce, and lqunching them when they meet with open
waler. "T'hey all confirm the fact that, the whales
found in Beliring’s Straits and in Baffin’s Bay are
the same species, proving the existence of a pas-
wage ; for a whale of the Arctic species, they say,
Les never been seen to the south of 22 degrees of
latitude : g0 they cannot have doubled either of
the Capes (of Good Hope or Cape Horn,) and the
whale 1s under the necessity of making his pre-
sence known by coming to the surface to blow.”
