New York, Qct. 18.—A dozen destroy-
ers of the United States navy are pa-
trolling the ocean highways to and from
North Atlantic ports today, but for what
purpose is known only to naval authori-
ties. '

It was reported that they went out
to maintain the neutrality of American
waters, but Rear Admiral Knight, com-
mandant of the naval station at Nar-
ragansett Bay, is authority for the state-
ment that no official action toward es-
tablishing such patrols had been taken,

He said, however, that this soon would
be done. The seaward dash of eleven
destroyers from Newport yesterday caus-
ed much speculation.. At least one other
United States destroyer is known to
have been on guard outside New York
since th: German submarine raid off
Nantucket last Sunday. {

Efforts to explain the activity of the
destroyers ranged from a reported dis-
covery of a foreign submarine base to
a rumor that a liner had been driven
into Bar Harbor by a German submar-
i.e stationed of Rockland, Maine. All
tuese stories lacked verification.

Rear -Admiral Gleaves, commander of
the torpedo flotilla at Newport, R. I,
said the sending of destroycrs to sea
had no connection with the sailiug of a
liner from New York for Livervool yes-
~teftay.. “There have been imporiant de-
veldpments,” he said, “but you could n®
call #hem. submarine developments be-
cause they are not-on the submarine
end.”

Washington, Oct. 183—Admiral Mayo,
commanding the Atlantic fleet, notified

the navy department today that he had
ordered a survey of the New England

coast to investigate reports that -bellig-
erent ships had established a base there,
or that wireless plants were being oper-
ated in violation of American neutrality.

Newport, R. I, Oct. 13—A far-flung |’

patrol line of torpedo boat destroyers,
charged with the double quty of enforc-
ing neutrality observance and saving
lives in the event of further submarine
raids on shipping off the shores, wecre
put into service from Bar Harbor, Me,,
today. Official authority for this state-
ment was obtained here this morning.
The limits of the line of coast sur-
veillance, at present effective were shown
today, with the arrival of the destroyer
Paulding off Bar Harbor, Maine, and the
activity of the destroyer Sterrett in New
York harbor. Between these two out-
posts nine other destroyers were weav-
ing a net of observation that extended
a considerable distance out to sea, well
beyond the lanes of coastwise vessels.

London, Oct. 18.—Lord Wimborne,
Lord Lieutenant of Ireland, has inform-
ed the government that conscription in
Ireland is neither feasible nor prudent
at present, according to the Dublin po-
litical correspondent of the Daily News.
His opinion has been concurred in by
Henry Edward Duke, chief secretary for
Treland, and the military authorities. of
Dublin. :

ROUMANIA REPORTED TO HAVE
MADE APPEAL TO ALLIES

London, Oct. 18—The Times publish-
es an interview given to its correspon-
dent with the Roumanian army by the

King of Roumania, in which the monarch
appeals to the allies not to permit his
country to suffer the fate of Serbia and
Belgium.

“I'he Roumanians will not falter,” the
king said, “in their allegiance to the
cause nor can the enemy wean them
from their faith in the allies. Yet the
Roumanians pray that, in spite of their
existing exigencies and their own huge
problems, the allies will not allow the
affairs of Roumaniaj who staked her all
in this conflict, to pass into the back of
their minds and to suffer that she may
g}ee} the fate of either Belgium or Ser-
ia.

King Ferdinand said that Roumania
had not been moved to enter the war
by mere expediency but that her deci-
sion was based on the biggest principles
of nationality.

FRENCH ALSO WATCHING

Scene as Men and Officers Leave

London, Oct. 18—“Today was a sad
day for the Greek tars, who are insuffi-
ciently acquainted with politics to un-
derstand why they must abanddh their
ships to a foreign power,” says Reuter’s
Athens correspondent. “It ‘was an
equally depressing sight fo the Greek
naval officers to watch for three hours
this afternoon, their ships being towed .
away by allied tugs.

“The allies took every precaution in
case of resistance being offered. Rus-
sian battleships trained their .guns on
the cruiser Averoff and the battleships
Kilkis and Lemnos, while French tor-
pedo boats, ready for action cruised to
and fro. )

“The morning ceremony of ordering
the crews to pack their personal belong-
ings and quit their ships, of which they
were so proud, had been a touching in<
cident. The king sent a message releas~
ing every man who wished to remain
with his ship and join the allies,’' It is
said that nobody remained.
