He
sald he was on deck at the time of
the accident and he rushed over to
the unfortunate Bilva. His leg was
¢urled up under him and he was also
suffering from a wound on the head.
After attending to him as well as he
was able, Mr. Nilson signalled to the
pllot bost which was 1n the harbor
#nd Silva was taken ashore in this and
yushed to the General Public Hospital.

At noon Silva was still in the oper-
ating room of the hospital, where his
injuries were being ascertained. The

-doctors have amputated his left leg-

below the knee and they intend making
8 more thorough examination to see if
internal injuries had resulted. He also
sustained a compound fractire of the
right arm.
